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Dividend

1.3 Tamil Nadu Coop. Societies Act, 1983 Section
72 and Byelaw No.35 of the Bank provide the
guidelines for appropriation of audited and
declared Net Profit of the Bank.  The National
Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development
issued guidelines vide letters
No.NB.DOS.HO.POL.572/J-1/2004-05 dated
25.5.2004 and NB.DOS.HO.POL.105/J-1/
2012-13 dated 10.4.2012 for declaring dividend
from out of the declared Net Profit of the Bank.

Your Bank declared a dividend of 14% for the
year 2011-12.  If dividend is declared at 14%
for the year 2012-13, the dividend payout ratio
to the net profit would be 42.13%.  If the
dividend payout ratio exceeds 20%, the Bank
has to get permission from the Registrar of
Cooperative Societies, for which a proposal was
submitted on 16.8.2013.

A proposal to declare dividend at 14% for the
year 2012-13, subject to the approval of
Registrar of Cooperative Societies, was placed
before the Board of Management in its meeting
held on 11.9.2013, which was duly approved.
The Registrar of Cooperative Societies vide letter
Rc. No.78825/2013/CBP.3 dated 26.9.2013
informed that the Board of Management of the
Bank can declare dividend by adhering to the
norms and guidelines issued by NABARD for
declaring dividend.

Accordingly, the subject for declaration of
dividend at 14% for the ordinary shares of the
Bank has been placed before the Board of
Management  / General Body.

In this regard,
the Registrar of Coop. Societies vide his letter
Rc.No.18103/2012 ACS 1(1) dated
28.02.2012 has advised the DCCBs affected
under this category to take steps to convert the
ST.SAO loans into Medium Term Loan.

Accordingly the Cuddalore DCCB vide its

application dated 14.03.2013 has requested for
sanction of Rs.3634.16 lakh for having converted
Short Term  Agricultural  loans  into Medium
Term loans, due to damage and loss of crops in
the Cuddalore District on  account  of  Thane
Cyclone during 2011-12.

In this regard, your Bank had converted the
ST.SAO loan outstanding of Rs.3300/- lakh of
Cuddalore DCCB at our level into Medium Term
loan account during the year under report and
applied towards the share of NABARD and
Government of Tamil Nadu through RCS.

4.10 The Government of  Tamil Nadu is providing 2%
interest subsidy to Coop. Banks  for their own
involvement in issuing crop loans @ 7% p.a.  For
the year 2012-13,  the ground   level outstanding
stood at Rs.4069.44 crore and the net own
involvement of Coop. Banks excluding
borrowings  from NABARD stood at
Rs.2031.44 crore. The Government of  Tamil
Nadu released  a  sum of  Rs.40.68  crore  which
was  in  turn  released to  the  DCCBs / SCB as
per their involvement of own funds.

Government of Tamil Nadu’s Interest Incentive
Scheme for 2012-13 to crop loan borrowers,  who
promptly repay their crop loans before  due date

4.11 The   Government  of  Tamil  Nadu  in  GO.
Ms.No.94, Coop. Food and Consumer
Protection Department dated 31.07.2009  have
enhanced  the  interest incentive benefit  to the
farmers, those who have repaid  the farm loans in
time from 3% to 7%.  As such  the interest for
crop loan  repaid  in time will be 0% interest.

       Under   this scheme,  for the year 2011-12,
718833 farmer members have been benefitted
to the tune of   Rs.120.92 crore.  Similarly,   for
the year 2012-13, 152440  farmer  members
have been benefitted  to the tune of   Rs.23.92
crore so far.

Joint Liability Groups

4.12    During   the year  under  report,  a  sum   of
Rs.422.82  crore of  crop loans were issued to
22726 Joint  Liability Groups.

Primary Cooperatives Development Fund

4.13 The Primary Cooperatives Development Fund
(PCD Fund) was created at the Apex Bank
Level in the year 1990 in order to strengthen
the Primary Cooperatives in the State.  Your

Bank and profit  making DCCBs  are required
to contribute 5% of their net profit to the fund
from the year 1990-91 onwards.  The balance
in the fund as on 31.03.2013 was Rs.14.40
crore.  The contributions, repayment of loan
installments  and interest credited during the
year under report was Rs.33.29 crore.   The
total disbursement of loans, release of subsidy
grants was Rs.18.89 crore during 2012-13.

Consequent on the announcement made by the
Government of Tamil Nadu, the Registrar of
Coop. Societies issued orders for sanction of
loans by the DCCBs to the PACCS for
establishments of Agro-service Centre for
providing agricultural implements, purchase of
computer hardware from ELCOT and also to
provide Special Jewel Loan Cash Credit to 41
PACCS which have not received financial
assistance under STCC Package Scheme.
Further, Share Capital assistance was provided
from PCD Fund to six DCCBs to improve their
CRAR and the contributing DCCBs are getting
interest from the PCD Fund.  For all those
purposes, as per the instruction of the Registrar,
your Bank paid interest to the tune of Rs.10.26
crore from PCD Fund to the DCCBs.

PACCS Deposit Guarantee Fund (PACCS DGF)

4.14 With a view to  creating a sense of security   &
confidence in the minds of   Depositors in
PACCS and for giving impetus to the Deposit
Mobilisation by PACCS, a Deposit Guarantee
Scheme was introduced in our State in the year
1992-93. The corpus of   the   fund was
contributed  by  the  PACCS, DCCBs and  SCB
in the ratio of  0.15%: 0.10% : 0.05% of the
term deposit position by the PACCS,  as at the
end of the previous financial year.  As per the
scheme, in case of liquidation of a society, each
depositor is eligible to receive a maximum of
Rs.30,000/- from the fund.

As per the new regulations, the newly
constituted  governing committee in the meeting
held on 30.08.2012 revised the monetary ceiling
for assistance from  fund  to a depositor under
the scheme from Rs.30,000/- to Rs.1,00,000/
- irrespective of number  of  deposits  and
amount  of  deposits held by him.

of  the Registrar of Coop.  Societies
(Chairman, Implementation Committee, Price
Stabilisation Fund), a sum of Rs.3/- crore was
sanctioned to Tamil Nadu Civil Supplies
Corporation from this fund as working capital
assistance for undertaking market intervention
activity viz. procurement of 1000 MT of rice
from West Bengal Essential Commodities
Supply Corporation Limited, Kolkotta directly
and to sell rice in the 171 retail outlets own by
34 Coop. Wholesale Stores, 19 Amudham
Departmental Stores in Chennai and 3
Departmental Stores in Cuddalore, so as to
distribute the same through out Tamil Nadu
without variation in price and quality.

Introduction

9.1 On the advice of  the Government of India,
NABARD introduced the concept of
Development Action Plan for the S.T. Coop.
Credit  Structure with an overall  view of
bringing  sustained  viability to all the PACCS
and  DCCBs  in  the  State. So far,
Memorandum of  Understanding  had been
entered into by the Government of  Tamil  Nadu
and  the Apex Bank  with  NABARD  in  4
phases  from 1994-95.

The IV phase of Development Action Plan
(DAP)-MoU  was  executed on 05.05.2008
by  the  Apex  Bank and the Govt. of Tamil
Nadu with NABARD covering  a  period of
five years from 01.04.2007  to 31.03.2012
with certain  revisions/modifications,  which are
found  essential for making the said exercise
more  institution-specific  and  participative.
Your Bank  subsequently executed  MoUs with
DCCBs and  the  DCCBs  have  in turn
executed MoUs with their respective affiliated
PACCS.

9.2 Upto III-Phase, the progress achieved at all the
three tiers was being reviewed on half-yearly
basis at the State Level Monitoring Committee
Meetings convened by the Apex Bank. From
the commencement of IV-Phase of  DAP-
MoU, the NABARD, R.O., Chennai has been
reviewing the progress achieved at all the three
tiers on quarterly basis by constituting State
Level Task Force (SLTF). In addition, the
growth achieved at DCCBs/ PACCS level was
being monitored at District Level Monitoring
and Review Committee Meetings (DLMRC)
on quarterly basis.

9.3 NABARD, Chennai  R.O. vide letter No.TN /
29 / IDD / Coop.5A(xii)/2012-13 dated
17.04.2012 had advised your Bank to prepare
DAP for the year 2012-13 on the basis of
financial particulars of the Bank as on
31.03.2012 and in the light of the instructions
contained in their Master Circular on DAP-
MoU.  Accordingly, your Bank advised the
DCCBs to prepare DAP for the year 2012-13
and  MoU has been executed between the Apex
Bank and DCCBs.  Similarly, the DAP for the
Apex Bank has been prepared and forwarded
to the Government and NABARD.  Based on
the above performance obligations, the growth
achieved at DCCBs/PACCS level was being
monitored at District Level Monitoring and
Review Committee Meetings (DLMRC) on
quarterly basis.

State Level and District Level Monitoring and
Review Committees

9.4 During the year 2012-13, State Level Task
Force Committee was conducted on
22.01.2013 by the NABARD, R.O., Chennai
to review the performance of STCCS during
the 3 quarters ended 31.03.2012, 30.06.2012
and 30.09.2012.  As per the guidelines on
SLTF, focused review on the performance of
four DCCBs viz. Kancheepuram,
Kanyakumari, Sivagangai and Tirunelveli was
undertaken. Necessary follow-up action has
been initiated based on the points that emerged
from these meetings.

At  DCCBs level, 89 DLMRC Meetings had
been   convened during the year under report
to   review  the   progress   made   by the
DCCBs and PACCS.  Based on the review,

9
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the   DCCBs were advised to take    appropriate
steps to fulfill   the   objectives of the   DAP
wherever   shortfall   was    noticed.

The progress   made in the implementation of
the   Plan during the reporting   year   is as
follows:

Deposits

9.5 As against the DAP Target of Rs.7600 crore,
the Deposit position of  your Bank increased
from Rs.6525.82 crore as on 31.03.2012 to
Rs.7788.13 crore as on 31.03.2013,
registering a growth of 19.34%. The   total
deposits position of all the DCCBs increased
from Rs.15429.80 crore as on 31.03.2012 to
Rs.17759.00  crore as on 31.03.2013. In spite
of  withdrawal  of  deposits by CUBs and  Sugar
Mills, the DCCBs were able to increase their
deposits by more than Rs.2000 crore during
the year under report.  At PACCS level the
deposit position has increased from Rs.5330
crore as on 31.03.2012 to Rs.6073 crore as
on 31.03.2013.

Loans and Advances Issued

9.6 Your  Bank  had  issued  loans  to  the  extent
of  Rs.11321.30 crore as  against  the  target
of Rs.9400 crore  during  the  year  2012-13.
Out  of  the  total loans issued, Rs.3040.02
crore  was  issued  for  Agricultural   purposes
and the balance for Non-agricultural purposes.
Your  Bank  along  with  the   affiliates surpassed
the  target of  Rs.4000 crore  for  issue of   crop
loans   fixed   by   the   Registrar of Cooperative
Societies  for   year 2012-13 by issuing   crop
loans   to the extent of Rs.4069.44 crore.

The DCCBs had issued loans to the extent of
Rs.30176.29 crore and the PACCS to the
extent of Rs.21025.18 crore during the year
under report.

As part of NeT Banking, the Utility Bill
Payment services under Payment Gateway
Interface (PGI) was  inaugurated  and
dedicated to public by Hon’ble  Minister  for
Cooperation on 23.01.2013. Through this
facility the retail customers of your bank can
make payment of various utility  bill  payments
for services of more than 300 merchants  like
LIC, Corporation  tax, mobile  / DTH
recharge etc.

One time Password

To enhance the user level security, your bank
introduced One Time Password (OTP) to the
Retail Customers while adding a beneficiary for
Funds Transfer. The OTP software was
developed by TCS. The application will
generate  one time password and send the same
to the registered mobile number of the customer
which is to be entered in the system with in the
stipulated time.

SMS Alerts

Messages. SMS Alert messages (SMS PUSH)
are sent to the customers’ registered mobile
numbers for all debits and all credits
(irrespective of the amount), deposit maturity
notices, jewel loan due date notices, one time
password etc., that are happening in their
respective accounts since January 2012.  In
continuation, SMS alerts for foreign  mobiles
also were enabled facilitating NeT Banking
customers to transactions alerts and OTP (One
Time Password) even when they are out of the
country.

SMS Pull message is an interactive facility,
introduced to Retail Customers during April
2013, through which customers can initiate a
non-financial transaction using their mobile
phones for services like account balance, last
five transactions, duplicate OTP, change their
MPIN etc.   Your bank had obtained a Virtual
Mobile Number (92440-92440) for enabling
this service.

Online Deposit opening facility

An utility to open deposits through internet
banking was made whereby your bank
customers can open Fixed deposits, Cash
Certificates and Recurring Deposits through
TNSC Net Banking.

Training to Affiliates on Net Banking

In order to popularize the benefits of Internet
Banking   facility  and  to make our cooperative
affiliates acquaint with the computerized
environment for efficiently utilizing the
infrastructure towards achieving higher
performance and efficiency, your bank had
conducted training program to staff of our
cooperative affiliates at Chennai,
Kumbakonam, Kancheepuram, Pudukkottai,
Ramanathapuram and Nilgiris Regions on
various dates.

C. Management of Data Centre and DR Centre

To manage the activities at Data Centre,
Chennai and DR Centre, Bangalore, 11 TCS
resource persons were posted in 3 shifts.  Due
to depleting staff strength and non-availability
of technical resource persons, your bank
decided to avail of the services of TCS for
Application Support Service also and one
resource was posted since February 2013 for
application related activities.

D. INFINET Applications (RTGS/NEFT)

Your bank decided to move the Primary Site
for INFINET applications from Head Office
and collocate along  with the servers of Core
Banking, Internet Banking etc., at RCOM,
Chennai (Data Centre). The preparatory  work
is in  progress and will be completed  within
the calendar year.  For Business Continuity our
Head  Office will  be  the  DR Site. In this
regard, your bank created   necessary
infrastructure for the same by procuring
necessary hardware and software.

E. ATM Switch Software

During  the  year under report ELCOT
arranged   for supply of   Oracle ASFUL
License and IBM Power VM components that
are required  for ATM Switch.  HSM is yet to
be procured and  supplied by ELCOT. In order
to simulate the scenarios and test the ATM
Switch Software, your bank hired one ATM
from M/s Diebold,  the  ATM supplier. The   roll
out  is expected to be completed shortly.

NFS Arrangement

Your bank is taking all efforts to become a
member of National Financial Switch and the
same will be addressed simultaneously along
with the implementation of ATM Switch
Software.

In order to comply with the Guidelines of the
Reserve Bank of India and to follow the best
practices of banking industry,  your bank had
taken efforts to perform DR Drills at periodical
intervals for ascertaining the synchronization of
various applications, hardware readiness,
network consistency etc., between Data Centre
and DR Centre as detailed below:

The above DR Drills have paved way to plug
in the loopholes / deficiencies in various systems
and your bank had taken steps to set right the
shortcomings that were found out during the drill
in order to improvise our systems towards
perfection like creating fresh link Internet
connectivity through BSNL for NeT Banking
application to DR Site, Bangalore.  Similarly
redundancy was also created for the existing
internet leased line available at RCOM, Chennai
for Internet Banking application.

(ii) System Audit:

The Statutory Auditors during their financial
audits and NABARD during their various
financial  audits  advised  your bank
performance of systems audit for various
computer applications in the wake of
computerization.   In order to comply with the
guidelines, your bank had performed systems
audit for the erstwhile Total Branch Automation

(TBA) software by engaging a third party
auditor M/s. R Subramanian & Co, Chennai.

In continuation, system audit is now being
performed by M/s Yoganandh and Ram for
various applications like Core Banking Solution
(CBS), Internet banking and related
applications, INFINET, ATM etc., in order to
improve our processes in mitigating the risks in
the computerized environment as per the
Guidelines of Reserve Bank of India.

14.4 The Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation (DICGC), a subsidiary of RBI,
was established by an Act of Parliament, viz.,
The Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation Act, 1961.  The Deposit Insurance
Scheme was introduced with effect from
01.01.1962 initially for deposits with all
commercial banks including RRBs and local
area banks.  Following an amendment to the
DICGC Act in 1968, coverage was extended
in respect of deposits with cooperative banks
in such of the States which have passed the
necessary enabling legislation amending their
local Co-operative Societies Acts.
Accordingly, necessary amendments were
made by incorporating a Chapter ‘Insured
Cooperative Banks’ in the Tamil Nadu
Cooperative Societies Act.  Necessary
provisions were incorporated in your Bank’s
Byelaws in tune with the provisions of Section
2(gg) of DICGC Act, 1961.

Extent of Insurance Cover

Under this Scheme, in the event of liquidation,
reconstruction or amalgamation of an insured
bank, every depositor of that bank is entitled
to repayment of his deposits held by him in the
same right and capacity in all branches of that
bank upto a monetary ceiling of Rs.1 lakh.

Insurance Premium Paid

The payment of premium at the rate of 5 paise
per half year per hundred rupees of assessable
deposits at half-yearly intervals.  The half-yearly
premium should be paid in advance.  During

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the year under report, your Bank paid a sum of
Rs.1,21,20,000/- to the DICGC  towards
advance premium for the  half year period
ending September 2012  and a sum of
Rs.1,27,59,030/- for  the  half   year  period
ending March 2013 on 30.05.2012 and
01.10.2012 respectively.    During the year
under report, your Bank had ensured payment
of DICGC premium well in time.

Right to Information Act, 2005

14.5 Consequent to the enactment of Right to
Information Act, 2005, the right to citizens to
secure information under the control of Public
Authorities is ensured.  Your Bank has
designated its Asst. General Manager (Bkg) as
the Public Information Officer of the Bank and
the Chief Manager/Manager of the Branches
have been designated as Asst. Public
Information Officers in respect of Branches.
The Special Officer has been designated as the
Appellate Authority.

During the year under report, your Bank has
furnished the information sought to the eligible
applicants under RTI Act, 2005.

KYC Norms / AML

14.6 The Government of India, Ministry of Finance,
Department of Revenue issued a Notification
dated 01.07.2005  in the Gazette of India,
notifying the “Prevention of Money Laundering
(PML) Rules, 2005”.  In terms of PML Rules,
Banks are required to report information relating
to cash and suspicious transactions to the
Director, Financial  Intelligence  Unit of India,
New  Delhi.  Accordingly, your  Bank had
furnished the report in time.

Recovery of overdue loans and TODs

14.7 The Recovery Cell is taking  coordinated,
effective steps for recovering the overdues under
Salary Loans, Home Need Loans, Building

Mortgage Loans, Jewel Loans and Temporary
Overdrafts.  The applications received from
Head Office/Branches in respect of overdue
loans are referred  to Deputy  Registrar of
Coop. Societies (Credit) under Tamil Nadu
Coop. Societies Act 1983, for Arbitration.
Based on the awards,  Execution Petition is
filed and the recovery process is continued
against the borrowers who failed to repay the
loans as per the award.

As against 166 overdue cases  referred  to
legal action, 6 loan accounts were closed during
the financial year. The overdue cases as on
31.03.2013 were 160.   The total collection
effected during the financial year was Rs.6.71
lakhs.

Consistent efforts are being taken to enforce
the recovery with the help of statutory
authorities.

Settlement of claims

14.8 The claims preferred by the legal heirs of
deceased depositors of your Bank are settled
in time under the powers conferred on the
Executives, Chief Managers and Managers of
Branches concerned.   The particulars from
01.04.2012 to 31.03.2013 are given below.

During
the auction, jewels pledged under 30 loan
accounts were sold out and the dues  amounting
to Rs.15,26,608/- were collected.

14.10 The details of inspection carried out by the Apex

 Audit of your Bank

After the amendment of  TNCS Act 2008 and
as per the directives of NABARD, the audit of
the Bank for the year-ended 31.03.2013 was
completed by M/s.V. Soundararajan & Co.,

Chartered Accountant, Statutory Auditors
selected from the Panel of NABARD.

Audit Committee

In  accordance  with the guidelines of
NABARD and as per the proceedings of the
Registrar of Coop. Societies, an  Audit
Committee was formed during May 2005 in
order to guide the Bank and CCBs on pilot
basis for a period of one year.  The Audit
Committee of  the Bank was reconstituted in
the month  of  May 2012 under  the
Chairmanship of Thiru. Prakash, Chartered
Accountant.  During  the year  under report,
the Committee had conducted two meetings.

System Audit

During the year under report, the Bank
appointed M/s Yoganandh & Ram, System
Auditor of your Bank to carry out System Audit
of CBS applications.

Clearing

14.11 Your Bank continued to be a member of
National Clearing Cell,  Reserve Bank of  India,
Chennai. On an average 2500  instruments were
received  in the “Inward Clearing” daily and
almost equal number of instruments had been
sent in “Outward Clearing”.   Cheques received
from the various Branches of your Bank and
from District Central Coop. Banks for collection
were  presented in the outward clearing on the
same day.

Affiliates as Clearing Sub-Members

The jurisdiction of the Chennai Bankers Clearing
House (CBCH) has been extended to include
the Banks in Kancheepuram, Tiruvallur and
Chengalpattu.  Your Bank has taken
Kancheepuram CCB and other CUBs in
Chennai and   Kancheepuram Region as its
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Sub-Member in CBCH and provided
necessary assistance for their participation in
the clearing.

Cheque Truncation System (CTS)

14.12 The Cheque Truncation System (CTS)  has
been  introduced by the Reserve Bank of
India on 11.09.2011.  The National Payment
Corporation of India (NPCI) has been
entrusted with the task of implementing and
conducting the CTS Clearing in Chennai.

The NPCI has chosen  10 Major Banks in
Chennai  for conducting the Pilot Run for CTS
and it is a matter of pride that your Bank is
one among them.  Your Bank had created an
excellent  infrastructure comparable to the
facility of any other Bank in Chennai.

In the implementation of the CTS in Chennai
Region, your  Bank has taken along with it
the Chennai Central Coop. Bank,
Kancheepuram Central Coop. Bank and
other Coop. Urban Banks in the Chennai,
Kancheepuram, Chengalpattu and Tiruvallur
Districts.

Southern Grid Clearing:

The CTS clearing has been further extended
to the entire Southern States of  Tamil  Nadu,
Kerala, Karnataka, Andhra Pradesh, West
Bengal, Chandigarh and the Union Territory
of Pondicherry.  While only the CTS Clearing
is being conducted in Chennai, MICR
Clearing is also conducted along with CTS
Clearing in other Districts of  Tamil  Nadu.
Your Bank has provided necessary guidance
and assistance like training, printing of CTS
2010 standard cheque books,  infrastructure,
opening of Current Account with RBI, etc.
for all the DCCBs to comfortably  participate
in  the CTS clearing.  The Coimbatore and
Erode DCCBs are Direct Members of the
Chennai Bankers’ Clearing House and are
successfully participating in the CTS Clearing.

Your Bank has requested the RBI, Chennai to
admit all the DCCBs as the members of the
Chennai Bankers’ Clearing House and also to
open Current Account with RBI, Chennai for all
the DCCBs for settlement of Clearing Accounts.

State Drafts Scheme

14.13 The State Drafts Scheme was introduced by your
Bank in 1971, to enable all the Cooperative Banks
in the State of  Tamil Nadu  viz. TNSC Bank/
DCCBs/CUBs//TAICO Bank and on all its
Branches to issue Demand Drafts on any place in
Tamil Nadu.

Being an Apex Bank, your Bank administers all
the activities of the DDs  issued  and  honoured
by the member Banks.  Scientific approach and
computerised  environment enables your Bank
to render justice to both  issuing and paying
Banks.  Your Bank makes all arrangement to
place the funds at paying bank’s account on the
very  next day to the debit of issuing banks
account, by executing the required transactions,
by collecting the required particulars from all the
member banks.

This was made possible by  your Bank because
of the earnest and sincere steps taken by the Apex
Bank to computerise all the DD issued business
at the member banks level.

Your Bank has been repeatedly insisting all the
member banks to reconcile SDS transactions on
monthly basis so as to avoid funds being locked
up  under  unreconciled  items.  Your Bank
arranges for Group Reconciliation Meetings  once
in a year regularly.  It creates a common platform
for all the member banks to depute their
representatives to reconcile the pending items
among themselves.

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As on 31.03.2013, your Bank is having a  total
membership  of 1005 as against the total
membership of 943 and 945 held  during the
financial years ending 31.03.2011 and
31.03.2012 respectively.

The details of the Demand Drafts issued under
the Scheme during the last three years are
furnished below:

Due to the availability of faster, reliable and better
modes of Money Transfer Systems like RTGS/
NEFT, Core Banking and Net Banking Facilities
in all Banks, there is a gradual decline in the
number of Demand Drafts issued under the
Scheme and also the amount transacted.
Your Bank has introduced e-banking, RTGS and
NEFT facilities and has provided the same to
all the DCCBs, CUBs and other Coop.
Institutions in the State.  The DCCBs and CUBs
are now in a position to effect RTGS/ NEFT
transfers on their own and on behalf of their
customers through e-banking facility of the
Bank.  Your Bank is further taking steps to
popularise this facility among other Coop.
Societies like TANFED, TNSCARDB, Tamil
Nadu Coop. Housing Federation, etc.

All India Mutual Arrangement Scheme (AIMAS)

14.14 In the year 1965, NAFSCOB  introduced the
All India Mutual Arrangement Scheme
(AIMAS) to facilitate   the issue of  DDs and
collection of bills by   all  SCBs / DCCBs /
CTBs / CUBs.

In AIMAS, we have 1182 outlets which spread
to the nook and corner of our country and thus
paving way for the transfer of funds to the
remotest part of the country.

Your Bank is participating in the Scheme from
the day of its inception and all the DCCBs and
some of the Urban/Town Banks have also
become members.

Transaction particulars of   DDs / BCs during
the year 2012-13.

The usage of NEFT/RTGS has registered
manifold  increase  and  consequently
transaction  pertaining to DDs/BCs reduced
considerably.

Your Bank has been attending to the
Reconciliation of  Accounts with other
Members of the Scheme on a regular basis and
as a result, the pending items under AIMAS
have been reduced considerably.

Your  Bank  is maintaining current  account with
23 other SCBs  for transacting the AIMAS
DDs/BCs.  Your Bank was awarded Best
Performance Award for the 10th time from
NAFSCOB for implementing AIMA Scheme
effectively.

Insurance Business

14.15 Bancassurance is an add on service to the
customer besides improving non-fund income
of the Bank.

The Registrar vide Circular RC.50483/2008/
CBP.1 dated 09.07.2009 had issued
instructions to Coop. Banks and PACCS to
undertake insurance business as referral agents
without risk participation.
The salient features of the instructions are
detailed below:

  1. Each DCCB was allotted with one Life
Insurance Company and one General Insurance
Company.

  2. The Urban Coop. Banks and PACCS in the
operation area of  the DCCB would be having

tie up with the insurance companies allotted to
the DCCB concerned.

  3. District Level Committee was constituted in each
DCCB with the Regional Joint Registrar as the
Chairman and the DCCB concerned as the
Convenor.

  4. The Committee will consists of representatives
from DCCBs, UCBs and PACCS.

  5. Your Bank plays a role of Nodal Agency for
Bancassurance for all DCCBs/UCBs/PACCS.

  6. Your Bank as allotted with Reliance Life
Insurance Company and IFFCO Tokio
General Insurance Company to take up
insurance business without risk participation.

The Registrar vide his Circular RC.50483/
2008/CBP.1 dated 30.11.2009  have
constituted a State Level Committee on
Bancassurance with the Registrar of Coop.
Societies as the Chairman and your Bank as
the Convenor to speed up the implementation
and renew the progress of insurance referral
business by DCCBs, UCBs and PACCS.

The Micro insurance
offers maximum insurance cover of Rs.50000/-
at very low premium.  The progress made in
micro insurance by PACCS during 2011-12 and
2012-13 are as under:

Bancassurance in TNSC Bank

M/s. Shriram  Life  Insurance Company and
M/s. IFFCO-Tokio General Insurance
Companies and permitted to undertake
insurance business as Corporate Agent of the
above companies.

Your Bank had obtained the permission of RBI
through NABARD to undertake insurance
business as Corporate Agent without risk
participation vide RBI letter No. RPCD(Che)/
2427/04.05.052/2010-11 dated 8.2.2011 and
renewed the permission w.e.f. 8.2.2013.  Your
Bank entered into MoU with the above
insurance companies to act as their Corporate
Agent on 2.11.2011 and 14.11.2011
respectively for three years.  Your Bank
launched the Corporate Agency in March 2012.

Your Bank has appointed one Officer as
Corporate Insurance Executive and 19 Officers
as specified persons to coordinate with
insurance companies in the provision of
insurance business of the Bank.

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basis to enable your Bank to initiate corrective
measures and to create awareness amongst the
members of staff about their roles in the
development of the Bank.  During the year
under report, the Cell assessed DCCBs
performance as a part of Loan Review
Mechanism and suggested  Risk  Return
Pricing that would encourage the DCCBs to
follow the conditions of credit facility.

The Cell was  instrumental  in convening
6 ALCO meetings during the year and ALCO
took important decisions in line with the macro
level changes  discussed in the meetings.

General

15.1 Tamil Nadu, the southern most State of India,
is located in Northern Latitude between 80 5’
and 130 35’ and Eastern Longitude between
760 15’ and 800 20’.  The State  is  bounded
by  Kerala on the West, Andhra Pradesh and
Karnataka on the North, Bay of Bengal on the
East and Indian Ocean on the South.  Point
Calimere is at the eastern tip and Mudumalai
Sanctuary is at the Western tip of the State.
Pulicat Lake and Cape Camorin are the
Northern and Southern extremes of the State.
For administrative convenience, the State  is
divided into 32 districts including the State
capital Chennai.

Physical Features

15.2 Tamil Nadu occupies 4% of India’s
geographical area and possesses only 3% of
the water resources of India.  The total
geographical area of the State is 130058 Sq.
Kms. Entire eastern part of the State has a
coastal line of 1076 kms.  Climate in the State
is mainly tropical and the temperature ranges
between 180 C and 430 C.  The State receives
moderate rainfall and the major share (61%) is
received through North East monsoon during
the months of October - December.   Major
rivers in the State are Cauvery, Palar, Pennar,
Vaigai and Thamiraparani.  The river Cauvery
runs 760 Kms. in the State and forms a very
large delta at its mouth in the districts of
Thanjavur, Thiruvarur, Nagapattinam,
Cuddalore, Villupuram and Tiruchirapalli.  Soil
in the State mainly belongs to the category of
red loamy, red  sandy, black soil, deltaic

alluvium and coastal alluvium.  Forests occupy
19.67% of the total geographical area of the
State as against 22.6% for the country.

Demographic Features

15.3 According to 2011 census, Tamil Nadu has a
population of  7.21 crore and is the seventh
most populous State in the country.  Chennai
tops the list of districts with largest  population
at 46.81 lakhs followed by Kancheepuram with
39.90 lakhs.  The population density of  Tamil
Nadu is 555 per Sq. Km. (2011 census) as
against the national  average of  382  per
Sq.Km. Chennai is the densest district and
Nilgiris has the lowest density of  population in
the State.  Tamil Nadu is classified as one of
the most urbanised States in the country with
48.45% of its population living in urban areas
as against 31.80% for the country.

Economic Indicators

15.4 The growth in the IT, ITES and Knowledge
Economy Sectors has been remarkable along
with the emergence of a strong automobile
sector.  Factor endowments such as availability
of  human capital resources, industrial harmony,
sound infrastructure have contributed to the
emergence of Tamil Nadu as the preferred
investment destination.

Gross State Domestic Product  is 4.61% during
2012-13 as against 7.37% during 2011-12.
The average Annual Growth Rate during XI Plan
period is 8.05%.  During 2012-13, Agriculture
Sector achieved 1.14% growth, Industry -
5.12% and Services -4.82%.

15
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The State had 54914 schools (34359 Primary
Schools, 9810 Middle Schools and 5185 High
Schools and 5560 Higher Secondary Schools)
in 2010-11.  Net Enrolment rate among the
Primary School-going  children was 99.29%
and the same among  upper primary classes
was 98.25%.  Tamil Nadu  is  the  first  State  in
the country to provide  computer  education  in
all Government Higher Secondary Schools.

Revenue and Municipal Divisions

15.5 The State has been divided into 32 Revenue
Districts.  The State has 10 Municipal
Corporations, viz. Chennai, Madurai,
Coimbatore, Salem, Tiruchi, Tirunelveli,
Tiruppur, Erode, Thoothukudi and Vellore.
There are 150 Municipalities, 559 Town
Panchayats, 2 Townships, 220 Taluks,
385 Panchayat Unions and 12,524 Village
Panchayats.

Industry

15.6 Tamil Nadu with its broad-based manufacturing
sector, holds a prominent position in the
industrial map of India.  In order to accelerate
industrial development, the state unveiled the
Industrial Policy.  During 2005-06, based on
the Annual Survey of Industries, Tamil Nadu
stood first in number of factories, and in
employment and third in gross value of output
and net value added.  During the year
2011-12, the State has attracted Rs.6711 crore
of  Foreign Direct Investment as against
Rs.3653 crore in 2009-10.  Which is
concerning this, it occupies the fifth position at
the National Level.  As  a    leading   software
exporter,   the   State exported  software to the
value of Rs.48000 crore during 2011-12
witnessed 17% growth as compared to
Rs.42,100 crore, a year ago.  The software
indirectly added 60000 people during the year.

Agriculture

15.7 Agriculture including allied activities continues
to be the prime mover of the State economy
supporting 40% of the population and
contributing 11.1% of  the Gross State
Domestic Products as of  2010-11.  The
agriculture sector had witnessed vast
restructuring through time.  The net area sown
has been on the decrease because of pressure
of growth in population which results in
conversion of agricultural land for
Non-agricultural purposes.  Fragmentation of
holdings was also visible.  The Agriculture
Census data shows that the number of marginal
and small farmers has been on the increase
resulting in high man-land ratio, casualisation
and marginalisation of labour.

There was a marginal  increase in the agricultural
production during 2010-11.  Total foodgrains
production was of the order of  75.95 lakh
tonnes during 2010-11 as against 68.47 lakh
tonnes in 2008-09.   Per hectare yield of paddy
marginally   increased from 2682 kgs in
2008-09 to 3039 kgs in 2010-11 but that of
food grains  increased  to 4982 kgs.

The State had 81.18 millions land holdings of
which 77% of them were marginal farmers
having areas of less than one hectare and they
operated 35.32% of total area.  Small farmers
(owning 1 hectare to 2 hectares) had a share of
14.55% in number and 25% of the operated
area.  Semi-medium and medium farmers
accounted for 6.18% in number and 20.89%
in the operated area.  Large farmers with more
than 10 hectares had negligible number of
operational holdings and the area operated
remained  at 5.39%. Average size of land
holding in the state was  0.91 hectare.

15.9 The main food crops raised in the State are as
follows:

15.10 Tamil Nadu is one of  the largest sugarcane
cultivating  States  in India.  During 2011-12,
3.46 lakh hectares were covered under
sugarcane cultivation.

Foodgrain Production

15.11 Foodgrain  production  mainly consist  of
paddy, millets and pulses.  The production of
paddy in terms  of  rice increased from 57.92
lakh  tonnes in 2010-11  to 74.58 lakh tonnes
in 2011-12. The overall increase in the
foodgrain production was  increased from
75.94 lakh tonnes in the year 2010-11 to
101.52 lakh tonnes in the year 2011-12.

15.15 Tamil Nadu, with its long coastal line of about
1076 km and abundant fisheries resources,
contributes 13.40% of total marine production
in India.  The value of marine exports from the
State was to the tune of Rs.2800.81 crore in
2011-12, which accounts for 8% of total national
marine exports from the country in terms of quan-
tity and 22.17% in terms of value.  The fish
production in Tamil Nadu stood 4.25 lakh tonnes
during 2011-12, of which 52.47% came from
marine sources and the remaining 47.53% was
contributed by inland sources.

Infrastructure

15.16 Tamil  Nadu  has a rail network of 3881 kms.
electrified network accounted for 38.57%.  The
State has one of the best road networks in the
country with 4861 kms. of National Highways,
56814 kms. of State Highways, 18704 kms. of
Major District Road and 192305 kms. of other
District Roads including Pondicherry Union
Roads.  There are three major ports viz.,
Chennai, Ennore and Tuticorin and 15 minor
ports.  The State has six domestic Airports, viz.
Chennai, Coimbatore, Tiruchirapalli, Madurai ,
Salem and Tuticorin and three International
Airports at Chennai, Coimbatore and
Tiruchirapalli.

Social Infrastructure

15.17 Tamil Nadu is generally regarded as a socially
above average state of the Indian Union.
Among the 15 major  States of the country,
Tamil Nadu holds impressive rank in general
literacy rate, sex ratio, infant mortality rate etc.
Birth rate in the State declined from 31.4. per
thousand in 1971 to 15.9 per thousand  in  2010,
while, for India as a whole the decline in birth
rate was from 36.9 to 24.1.  Death rate has
declined from 14.4 to 7.6 between 1971 and
2010, the corresponding figures for India are
14.9 and 7.5. According to 2011 census, literacy
rate in the State was 80.33  per cent as against
all India level of  74.04  per cent.  Female literacy
was at 73.86 per cent as against male literacy
of 86.81 per cent.

Sex ratio works out to 995 females for
1000 males as compared to 940 for  the  country
as a whole.  Infant  mortality rate, which  is
often considered as an indicator of social
development, was  better  in  the State at 28
for 1000 live births in 2009  as  against 50
recorded for the country.

15.18 As on 31.3.2013, the State has a wide network
of bank branches with 9187 branches of
Commercial Banks (including State Bank Group
Banks, Nationalised Banks, Private Sector
Banks and Foreign Banks), SCB, DCCBs,
SCARDB and RRBs.  The average per branch
population works out to 7848.

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NOTES FORMING PART OF THE PROFIT AND LOSS ACCOUNT FOR THE YEAR

A. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING  POLICIES:

1) ACCOUNTING  CONVENTION:

The financial statements are prepared and presented under the historical cost convention, on
“going concern” basis following the accrual concept of accounting, unless otherwise stated.
The financial statements comply with generally accepted accounting principles, statutory
requirements, circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India from time to
time, Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and
current practices prevailing within the banking industry in India.

2) USE  OF  ESTIMATES :

The preparation of the financial statements, in conformity with generally accepted accounting
principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported
amounts of assets and liabilities, revenues and expenses and disclosure of contingent
liabilities  at the date of the financial statements. Actual results could differ from those
estimates. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the financial
statements are prudent and reasonable.

(3) RECOGNITION   OF   INCOME / EXPENDITURE:

Income and Expenditure are accounted on accrual basis except as stated below:

a) Interest on advances classified as Substandard, Doubtful or Loss Assets is recognized
on  realisation.

b) Commission, Exchange and Locker Rent are recognized as income on receipt basis.

c) Interest on overdue/matured fixed deposits is not provided for.

d) Dividend Income is accounted on receipt basis.

e) Subsidy/subvention from State / Central Government is accounted on realisation.

4) ADVANCES :

a) Advances are classified into Standard, substandard, Doubtful and Loss Assets in
accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India from time to time.
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b) Provision on Advances categorized under Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets is

made in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India. In addition

a general provision has been made on all Standard Assets as per RBI directives.

c) Recovery in non-performing assets is first appropriated towards interest and balance, if
any, towards principal

5) INVESTMENTS
a) The Bank has classified the investments in accordance with the RBI guidelines applicable

to Co-operative Banks. Accordingly, classification of Investments for the purpose of
valuation is done under the following categories:

i) Permanent and
ii) Current

b) Investments under ‘Permanent’ category have been valued at acquisition cost. Premium,
if any, on such investments is amortised over the residual period of maturity of the
particular Investment.

c) Investments under ‘Current’ category have been marked to market on the basis of
guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India. While net depreciation, if any, under each
classification has been provided for, net appreciation, if any, has been ignored.

d) Treasury Bills under all the classifications have been valued at carrying cost.

e) For the purpose of valuation, market value in the case of State Government and Other
Securities for which quotes are not available is determined on the basis of the ‘yield to
maturity’ indicated by Primary Dealers Association of India (PDAI) jointly with Fixed
Income and Money Market Derivatives Association of India (FIMMDA).

6) FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

a) Fixed Assets are stated at Cost less accumulated depreciation. Cost includes incidental
expenses incurred on acquisition and installation of the assets.

b) Depreciation on fixed assets purchased during the year is charged for the full year, if the
asset is purchased and retained for 180 days or more, otherwise it is charged at 50% of
the normal rate. No depreciation is charged on fixed assets sold during the first half
year.
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c) Depreciation on Fixed Assets is provided on opening Written Down Value at the following
rates :

Fixed Assets Rate
Furniture & Fixtures 10%
Plant & Machinery 15%
Building 10%
Library 10%
Motor Cars & Vehicles 15%
Computer Peripherals 60%

7) Grants and Subsidies:
      Grants and Subsidies received for acquisition of fixed assets are amortised to Income at
the rate of depreciation applicable to such fixed assets. The balance Grants and Subsidies
remaining unamortized are included in Reserves and Surplus under appropriate Heads.

8) Employee Benefits :
a) The Bank contributes to Provident Fund which is administered by a duly constituted

and approved  independent Trust.  Contribution  to  Provident  Fund  is   accounted   on
accrual basis.

b) The Bank makes annual contribution towards gratuity to a fund administered by LIC
based on actuarial valuation.

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NOTES  FORMING  PART  OF  ACCOUNTS

1. Sundry Debtors include un-approved and contested expenses relating to previous years
pending final scrutiny and adjustment, without debiting them as charge to Profit and Loss
Account. However, the Bank has made separate provisions for the expenses in those years.
This in effect inflates both Current Assets and Provisions and are hence overstated.

2. The compensation of Rs,8,88,91,76,000/- received from State Government towards
amount of Waiver granted to farmers under loan waiver scheme and reimbursement of
blocked loans by State Government has been accounted as Share Suspense Account. This
has the effect of inflating the Capital, while at the same time overstating the Loans &
Advances figure as the loans written off were not removed from Assets side.

3. Non Performing Assets :
Though the Bank is required to make provision for N.P.A. to the extent os Rs.9.00 Crores
on incremental basis, as has been its practice, a provision of Rs.3.76 Crores only has been
made, as the Bank holds provision of Rs.149.86 Crores.

4. Provision for Standard Assets:
The total provision required for standard assets as on 31.03.2013 works to Rs.27.60 Crores,
against which a sum of Rs.38.69 Crores is already held.

5. Provision for leave encashment of employees is made keeping in view the projected
retirement for the next 5 years. However, for the current year no provision has been made
(previous year Rs.5 Crores).

6. Pension :
Comprehensive provisioning measures are yet to be taken with reference to pension payable
for retiring employees.
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7. Pay Revision :

Vide his letter dated 08.06.2013, the Registrar of Co-operative Societies has revised the
pay scale with an increase of 21% (for the Pay plus D.A. as on 1.1.2011), with effect from
1.1.2011. The Bank has since paid the arrears to the staff on 22.06.2013. The arrears upto
31.03.2013 on this account works out to Rs.19.71 Crores, which has not been provided for in
the accounts.

8. Other SCBs (AIMAS) - Credit Rs.4,19,256.84 (Net):
The balance represents account with 25 SCBs and is subject to reconciliation.

9. Subsidy  / subvention from State / Central Government :
The Bank has changed the accounting policy during the year according to which subsidy/
subvention is accounted on realisation basis. Hence, no provision has been made in the accounts
towards the same (Previous year Rs.14,61,64,000/-)

1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements  of THE TAMIL NADU

STATE APEX CO-OPERATIVE BANK LTD.,  which comprises the  Balance Sheet
as at 31st March, 2013 and the Statement of Profit and Loss and the Cash Flow
Statement for the year then ended and a summary of significant accounting
policies and other explanatory information.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements in
accordance with the requirements of the Reserve Bank of India, the provisions of
the Banking Regulations Act, 1949 and Tamil Nadu Co-operative Societies Act, 1983
and recognized accounting policies and practices, including the Accounting Standards
issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI).

a. The Bank has not made provision for salary arrears as referred to in Note No. 7,
consequent to which the profit for the year is overstated by Rs.19.71 Crores.

b. Accounting Standard AS 15, Employees Benefit is not followed in respect of
provision for pension and leave encashment as referred to in Notes No. 5 & 6, the
impact of which is not quantified.

c. Non reconciliation of the Other SCBs (AIMAS) Account as referred to in Note
No. 8, the impact of the same on the accounts is not ascertainable.

d. Overstatement of Current Assets and Provisions as stated in Note No. 1 and Capital
and Advances as stated in Note No. 2.

Qualified Opinion

In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to explanations
given to us, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis for qualified
Opinion paragraph, the financial Statements give the information required by the
Act in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in conformity with
the accounting principles generally accepted in India.
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a) In the case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Company as at March
31, 2013.

b) In the case of the Profit and Loss Account, of the profit for the year ended on that
date and

c) In the case of the Cash Flow Statement, of the cash flows for the year ended on
that date.

 6. The  Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in Form
