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Sources and Uses of Funds

           The Bank  raised   the  resources   required
for lending and  investments through owned
funds, deposits   and borrowings.  The details
of    various   sources  through which   funds
mobilised are furnished below:

Share Capital

2.1 The  paid-up  capital of  the  Bank increased
from Rs.289.59 crore as on 31.3.2014  to
Rs.302.70 crore as on 31,03,2015,  recorded
with  the  growth of 5%.

The main
reason attributed  for  the  fall in deposits was
the circular issued by Reserve Bank of India
dated 05.06.2014 on maintenance of SLR by
the Non-scheduled DCCBs in the form of
Approved Securities. Previously, the Reserve
Bank  of  India  permitted  the  DCCBs to
maintain the SLR in the form of Term deposit
with Apex Bank also.  This was given a go-by
by RBI vide its circular dated 5.6.2014.

4.10 The Government of  Tamil Nadu  is providing
2% interest subsidy to Coop. Banks  for their
own involvement  in  issuing crop loans @ 7%
p.a.  For the year 2014-15,  the ground   level
outstanding stood at Rs.5279.91 crore and the
net own involvement of Coop. Banks excluding
borrowings  from NABARD stood at
Rs.2727.91 crore.  Out of the eligible amount of
Rs.54.55 crore for the year 2014-15, the
Government of  Tamil Nadu released  a  sum of
Rs.33.01crore.

4.14 With a view to  creating a sense of security

and confidence in the minds of   Depositors in
PACCS and for giving impetus to the Deposit
Mobilisation by PACCS, a Deposit Guarantee

6.5 NABARD introduced   a   new  loan scheme
from 2011 viz. “Producers Organisation
Development Fund (PODF)” for the business
development of   PACCS.  The purpose of  the
loan is for purchase of  farm machineries,
construction of    godown, cold   storage,   Petrol/
Gas / Diesel / Kerosene Bunks, drying yard,
crushing / polishing / packaging unit, etc.  8
PACCS of Kanyakumari, 4 PACCS of
Sivagangai, Mathur PACCS, Vedanatham
PACCS,  Marukkalangulam PACCS, 4 PACCS
of Thiruvannamalai  and Nilgiris CMS have
availed  loan to the extent of  Rs.870.33 lakh
under PODF.

Loans to Differently Abled Persons under

6.6 Your Bank  acts  as  State  Channelising   Agency
of  Tamil  Nadu  for NHFDC from the year
2002, and providing  refinance to DCCBs under
various  schemes of NHFDC.   A target of
Rs.27  crore  was  fixed  by  the  Registrar  of
Coop.  Societies  for  issuing     loans  under
NHFDC Schemes by all the DCCB/UCBs  for
the year 2014-15.

During  the year 2014-15, under the NHFDC
Scheme, there  was  a  significant  improvement
in  the quantum of  disbursement  of     self-
employment   loans to  the  Differently  Abled
Persons and  your  Bank  disbursed  a  total
sum of Rs.1918.21 lakhs, during 2014-15 as
against the total sum of  Rs.1804.54  lakhs
disbursed  during  2013-14. The Government
of   Tamil  Nadu has  sanctioned  Rs.90 lakh  for
2011-12,  Rs.90 lakhs  for 2012-13,  Rs.100
lakh for 2013-14 and Rs.100 lakhs for 2014-
15 towards  the  interest subsidy  for  prompt
repayment  of  the  loans  disbursed to  differently
abled   persons by  the Coop. Bank.

6.7 NABARD vide  Circular No. MCID / 720/
SHG-1 (Policy)/ 2014-15 dated 11.11.2014,
informed that Cooperative Banks  will be
subvented to the extent of   difference between
the maximum  lending rates with 7%  (subject to
a maximum of 5.5% p.a.) for the   financial year
2013-14 and 2014-15.  The subvention   will be
available to the Coop. Banks on the condition

that they provide SHG credit at 7% and
maximum  amount   eligible is Rs.3 lakh  per
SHG in the four identified districts viz.
Dharmapuri, Tiruvannamalai, Vellore  and
Villupuram   in Tamil Nadu (Category - I).

In the case of Category - II  Districts, the Bank
will charge SHGs as per the lending rate and the
difference between maximum lending rate and
7% (maximum of 5.5%) will be subvented for
the loan of SHG through NRLM for prompt
repayment.
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Cash Credit Limits

7.1 As a part of financial support to the DCCBs,
your Bank, upto 31.03.2015, had sanctioned
Cash Credit  limits to DCCBs for various non-
agricultural   purposes to the  tune of Rs.3137
crore.  The total outstanding  under the above
Cash Credit accounts as on 31.03.2015
amounted to Rs.1081.90 crore as against
Rs.1676.25 crore as on 31.03.2014, showing
a decrease of  Rs.594.35 crore. Fall in price  of
gold in the market  and low credit off take from
DCCBs due to surplus funds are the reasons
for decrease in outstanding at the Apex Bank.

7.2 For the Sugar Season 2014-15,  your  Bank
had  sanctioned  Cash  Credit limits to Sugar
Mills under Consortium  finance for working
capital purpose  to the  tune of  Rs.83.58 crore
and the outstanding as on 31.03.2015 was
Rs.1.96 crore. The Sugar Mills have under-
utilised the limit due to instant sale of sugar

Scheme for Extending Financial Assistance
to Sugar Undertakings (SEFASU) 2014.

In order to help the sugar mills to settle the cane
dues to the sugar cane farmers, the GoI
announced the Scheme for Extending Financial
Assistance to Sugar Undertakings (SEFASU)
2014. Under the said scheme, your Bank, along
with 11 Leader Banks/DCCBs, have sanctioned
MT loans to 17 sugar mills to the tune of
Rs.104.01 crores.  The period of repayment is
5 years with a moratorium period of 2 years.
The sugar mills are eligbile for interest subvention
@ 12% p.a. for the entire period of the loan i.e.
5 years.

Term Loans to Spinning Mills

7.4 Owing to various factors, like obsolete
machineries, low productivity, textile recession
and high cost of raw materials, the performance
of Coop. Spinning Mills in the State dwindled
over a period and thereby 13 Coop. Spinning
Mills became defunct during the years between
1997-98 and 2003-04.  At present,  only the
following  5  Coop. Spinning   Mills  are
functioning with 99920 spindles capacity.

1. Anna Coop. Spinning Mills, Andipatti, Theni
District.

   2. Bharathi Coop. Spinning Mills, Ettayapuram,
Tuticorin District.

   3. Thoothukudi and  Kanyakumari Dist. Coop.

   4. Krishnagiri Coop. Spinning Mills, Uthangarai,
Krishnagiri District.

   5. Pudukkottai Coop. Spinning Mills, Aranthangi,
Pudukkottai District.

The  modernisation proposal which was drawn
up for the above 5  functional Coop. Spinning
Mills by the South India Textile Research
Association at a total  project  cost  of  Rs.147.21
crore has been implemented by availing  funds
from  National Coop. Development Corporation.
The trial run is in progress and commercial
production will commence soon.

Further, the Ramanathapuram Dist. Coop.
Spinning  Mill  which  had  been  defunct  has
been modernised and commercial production
commenced during the year under report.
However, during the reporting year, no CC limits
were sanctioned to Spinning Mills.

Amounts  to  be received from various
Institutions  and  Individuals  through DCCBs
and direct finance as on 31.03.2014 and
31.03.2015 are  given below under various
heads of  advances.

As the above 6 Cooperative Spinning  Mills
were liquidated, your Bank have claimed the
amount due from the   liquidators  for the
respective Coop. Spinning Mills.  As a result of
persistent  efforts  taken  by  your Bank, a sum
of Rs.1,77,42,049/- (Rupees  one  crore
seventy  seven  lakhs forty two thousand and
forty nine only) was received through the
Director of  Handlooms towards  the  principal
amount due from the above  CSMs  during  the
month of January 2015.  The said amount is
placed in Sundry Creditors  account and your
Bank has made  an appeal for the settlement of
interest dues in respect of the above CSMs.

RBI CIRCULAR ON MAINTENANCE OF SLR
BY DCCBs AND ITS IMPACT

8.10 The Reserve Bank of India, vide its Circular
No. RPCD.RCB.BC.No. 110/ 07.51.020/
2013-14 dated 05.06.2014, have
communicated the following:

“Pursuant to the enactment of the Banking Laws
(Amendment) Act 2012, giving powers to RBI
to specify the percentage of CRR for Non-
Scheduled State Cooperative Banks and all
Central Coop. Banks and the percentage of
SLR as well as the form and manner of holding
SLR by Coop. Banks, it has been decided
to increase the CRR for Non-Scheduled
SCBs and all CCBs by 100 basis points
from 3% to 4% of their total net demand and
time liabilities, on par with Scheduled SCBs,
with effect from the fortnight beginning July 12,
2014.

Further, it has been decided to reduce the
SLR for all SCBs and CCBs by 250 basis
points from 25% to 22.5% of their total
NDTL with effect from the fortnight beginning
July 12, 2014.  SCBs and CCBs not maintaining
SLR in the form and manner specified in the
Notification RPCD.RCB.BC.No. 109/
07.51.020/ 2013-14 dated June 5, 2014 are
given time upto March 31, 2015 to comply with
instructions contained in the said Notification.
In the interim period, SCBs and CCBs may
continue to maintain SLR as per extant
instructions.  However, term deposits held by
SCBs and CCBs with Public Sector Banks will
also be eligible for being reckoned for SLR
purpose in the interim period, upto March 31,
2015".

On the date of  RBI Circular (05.06.2014),
the deposits of  your  Bank stood at Rs.9711.06
Crore, which includes CCB deposit of Rs.
5270.45 Crore.  In other words, of the total
deposits, 54.27% were held by the DCCBs,
mainly for the purpose of maintenance of SLR.

Consequent on  the circular of   RBI,   there is
a threat of outflow of deposits held by the
DCCBs with your Bank for the purpose of
purchase of Government  Securities  for SLR
purpose.

Hence, on receipt  of  the above circular of
RBI, your Bank analysed that deposits to the
tune of Rs. 4000 Crore, held by the DCCBs,
will go out of the system for the purpose of
purchase of Government Securities for SLR.

Hence, your Bank had submitted a detailed
report to the NABARD and requested them to
take up the issue with the Reserve Bank of India
to permit the CCBs to switch over to the new
pattern of investment for SLR requirement in a
phased manner covering upto 31.03.2020,
since the decision of RBI will result in cash out
flow from the Cooperative Credit System,
affecting the Agricultural Sector, which is the
backbone of our country.

Your Bank, apart from submitting a report to
the Registrar of Coop. Societies on the impact
of RBI’s notification on maintenance of CRR
and SLR, requested the NAFSCOB, the
National level organisation to take up the issue
with RBI on the above matter.

REVISED RBI CIRCULAR DATED 20.07.2014:

Subsequently, based on representations from
SCBs and NAFSCOB, RBI, vide its
Notification RBI/2014-15-139 RPCD.
RCB.BC.No. 16/07.51.020/ 2014-15 dated
21.07.2014, revised the above norms, as
follows:

* 5% of NDTL should be invested in Approved
Securities by 31.03.2015.

* 10% of NDTL should be invested in Approved
Securities by 31.03.2016.

* Entire SLR, as may be prescribed by Reserve
Bank of India on that date, should be invested
in Approved Securities by 31.03.2017.

INCREMENTAL NDTL:

Apart from that, the incremental NDTL over
the position as on 25.07.2014 should be
maintained only in the form of approved
securities.

ROLE OF APEX BANK:

On receipt of the above guidelines of RBI, your
Bank had:

ð Placed the same before the Board of
Management of the Bank and got it approved.

ð Analysed the impact of deposit outflow from
your Bank and submitted the same to the Board
of Management and NABARD.

ð Conducted training programmes not only for
the benefit of the Chief Executives of the
DCCBs, but also for the officers sitting at the
desk level.

ð Advised all the DCCBs to follow the guidelines
of RBI scrupulously with reference to
maintenance of SLR.

ð Purchased securities on behalf of DCCBs in
our State in order to comply with the stipulations
of RBI.

ð Advised all the DCCBs to place the above
guidelines of RBI in their respective Boards of
Management.

ð Advised all the DCCBs to have their own
Investment Policy incorporating the guidelines
of RBI.

ð Designed a format for maintenance of two fold
compliance of SLR, in coordination with
NABARD, and circulated the same to the
DCCBs for maintenance, in addition to the
existing format

ð During the year under report, your Bank had
purchased securities for FV Rs. 3468.66 Crore
on behalf of all the DCCBs in the State of Tamil
Nadu.
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Development Action Plan

Introduction

9.1 On the advice of the Government of India,
NABARD introduced the concept of
Development Action Plan for the S.T. Coop.
Credit   Structure  with an overall view of
bringing sustained viability to all the PACCS
and DCCBs in  the State. So far, Memorandum
of Understanding   had been entered into by
the Government of   Tamil Nadu and the Apex
Bank with NABARD in 4 phases from 1994-
95. The IV phase of Development   Action
Plan (DAP)-MoU was executed on
05.05.2008 by the Apex Bank and the Govt.
of Tamil   Nadu with NABARD covering a
period of five years from 01.04.2007 to
31.03.2012 with certain  revisions/
modifications, which were found essential for
making the said exercise more institution-
specific and participative. Your Bank
subsequently  executed MoUs with DCCBs
and the DCCBs, in turn, executed MoUs with

their respective affiliated PACCS.

9.2 Upto III-Phase, the  progress achieved at all
the three tiers was   being reviewed on half-
yearly basis at the State Level Monitoring
Committee Meetings convened by the Apex
Bank. From the commencement of IV-Phase
of DAP/MoU, the NABARD, R.O., Chennai
has been reviewing  the   progress achieved at
all the three tiers on quarterly basis by
constituting  State Level Task Force (SLTF).
In addition, the growth achieved at DCCBs/
PACCS level was being monitored at District
Level Monitoring and Review Committee

Meetings (DLMRC) on quarterly basis.

9.3 NABARD, Mumbai, vide letter
No.NB.IDD.COOP/1649/DAP-43/2014-15
dated 31.03.2015 has advised the SCBs to
take up the exercise of preparation of
Development  Action Plan for two financial
years i.e. 2015-16 and 2016-17 by taking into
account the availability of local potential and
the resource  capabilities  of  individual
DCCBs/PACCS. Earlier, NABARD, Chennai
R.O. vide letter No.TN/29/IDD/ Coop. 5A
(xii)/2012-13 dated 17.04.2012 had advised
the Apex Bank to prepare DAP for the year
2012-13 on the basis  of  financial   particulars
of the Bank as on 31.03.2012 and  in  the light
of the   instructions contained  in their Master
Circular on DAP-MoU.

Though  NABARD  is  not  insisting  upon
DAP-MoU from 01.04.2012, the Apex Bank
has continued the process and    prepared the
performance obligations of the Bank   for five
years from 2014-15 to 2018-19 as    in the
case of earlier years. Further, the Apex Bank
has advised the DCCBs to prepare
Performance   Obligations and Key Action
Points   for   five   years   from 2014-15 to
2018-19. All the DCCBs have prepared the
same and submitted    to the Apex Bank. Based
on the above performance obligations, the
growth achieved at DCCBs /  PACCS level is
being monitored by District Level
Monitoring and Review Committee (DLMRC)
on quarterly basis.

In the meantime RBI, Mumbai, vide letter RBI/
2013-14/631 RPCD.RCB.BC.No.110/
07.51.020/2013-14 dated 05.06.2014

9
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communicated  the   increase   in  the

maintenance of   CRR  by all SCBs and

DCCBs from  3%  to  4%. Further, RBI
vide notifications RPCD.RCB.BC.No.109/
07.51.020/2013-14 dated 05.06.2014
reduced the SLR for all StCBs and DCCBs
from 25% to 22.5% of their total NDTL and
by another notification dated 03.02.2015, it
was further  reduced  to  21.5% with effect
from the fortnight beginning 07.02.2015.
Accordingly, the DAP projections of your
Bank has been   redrawn and a revised board
approved plan has been prepared.  All the
DCCBs were also   instructed to redraw their
plan  of  action for the years 2015-16 and
2016-17 and to submit the same to the Apex
Bank for execution of MoU. The DCCBs were
also advised to carry out similar exercise for
PACCS at the DCCBs level.

District Level Monitoring and Review
Committees

9.4 At DCCBs level, 92 DLMRC Meetings had
been convened   during the year under report
to review the   progress   made by the DCCBs
and PACCS.  Based   on the review, the
DCCBs were advised to take  appropriate
steps to  fulfill the objectives of  DAP wherever
shortfall was noticed.  The progress  made in
the implementation of the Plan during the
reporting year is as follows:

Deposits

9.5 As against the DAP Target of Rs.8,000.00
Crore, the Deposit position of  your Bank has
been at Rs.7,767.79 Crore as on 31.3.2015.
The total deposits position of all the DCCBs
increased from Rs.21,480.90 Crore as on
31.3.2014 to Rs.22,784.65 Crore as on
31.3.2015 (Before Audit). At PACCS level,
the deposit position has increased from

Rs.6,866.42 Crore as on 31.3.2014 to
Rs.7,253.61 Crore as on 31.3.2015 (Before
Audit).

Loans and Advances Issued

9.6 Your Bank had issued loans to the extent of
Rs.9,602.77 Crore as against the target of
Rs.10,000 Crore during the year 2014-15. Of
which, Rs.3,730.45 Crore was issued for
Agricultural  purposes  and  the balance for
Non-agricultural purposes. The DCCBs had
issued loans to the extent of Rs.35,895.82
Crore and the PACCS to the extent of
Rs.20,805.86 Crore during the year under
report.

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Computerisation

IT Initiatives of the Apex Bank

Your bank has taken many IT initiatives to
provide technology based services to your
clientele.  Your bank is a forerunner in adopting
technology in the Cooperative Banking Sector.

Core Banking Solution (CBS)

Your Bank had implemented Core Banking
Solution in all the branches by January 2011.
Further various Head Office modules had also
been brought under CBS by January 2013.
During the year under report, your bank further
improved the CBS application and implemented
the following enhancements:

The suggestions received from branch users
with regard to enhancement of screens,
provision to feed additional information and
improvements in the functionalities were carried
out with the help of TCS.

As part of Asset Module, which was
implemented in February 2014 under CBS for
maintenance of the Fixed Assets of the bank
and calculation of Depreciation as per statute,
a sub module viz., Sale Module was
implemented on 19.06.2014. Under this
module sale of assets, the value realised or No
income received on sale of assets, Reversal of
Depreciation and other accounting entries are
posted by the system automatically.

In order to keep the Hardware at CDC & DR
updated, the Firmware updation was carried
out in DR Bengaluru which was commenced
during October 2014 and completed in April
2015.

12

Centralised Clearing Operations

Your bank centralised the Clearing Operations.
Under this facility, outward clearing cheques
booked in CBS in the respective branches, the
credit to the respective customer account is
effected from Head Office the next day evening.

This has enabled your bank customers to realize
the credit a day in advance and they can utilise
the proceeds through ATM/Net Banking.

DBTL (Direct Benefit Transfer LPG )

As part of providing additional service to our
customers, bank took the initiative of linking
account numbers and AADHAR numbers with
Oil Marketing companies through NPCI for
transfer of LPG Subsidy.

The file formats were approved by NPCI and
the name of the bank had been included in the
web site – MYLPG.IN on 28.11.2014.
Customers will be able to submit Form 3 for
linking Account number and Form 1 for
AADHAR Numbers in our branches. SMS
Alerts will be given to Customers regarding
linking or rejection under DBTL. About 26,000
customers were brought under DBTL and your
bank disbursed about Rs. 3.00 core subsidy
received from Oil Companies.

Business Continuity Plan

Your bank established DR Centre at Bengaluru
to continue the banking services in the event of

any eventuality like shut down of Data Centre

at Chennai for reasons beyond our control.
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Periodically, the banking operations are to be
performed from DR centre to ensure that the
hardware and other software components are
in a state of readiness to meet the eventuality.
This activity, termed as DR Drill, is mandated
by RBI to ensure Business Continuity.

During the year under report, your bank
performed DR Drill as detailed below:

The EoD/SoD operations were performed for
the first time in DR. During the drill the
transactions happening during the period of EoD
were successfully carried out under Night
Region mode at DR Bengaluru. Your bank had
thus tested the readiness of DR successfully.

Electronic Payment System ( RTGS/NEFT)

Your bank implemented NG-RTGS from
October 2013 and ISO 20022 format of
SFMS messaged were converted from RTGS
Server and processed.

As directed by RBI, NG-RTGS (New
Generation) with ISO 2022 format was
generated from CBS and transactions
processed from 12.07.2014. Thus, your bank
is in line with other commercial banks as
directed by RBI.

As part of providing technology based solution
to the affiliates, your bank decided to provide
RTGS/NEFT Facility to DCCBs through our
CBS infrastructure; the requirements were
finalised. Dedicated Leased Line connectivity
was established  between  Mumbai  and
Chennai and between Mumbai and Bengaluru
for RTGS/NEFT transactions.

Later, the signor tool - a software that is
required to stamp the RTGS/NEFT messages
with Digital signature electronically and
automatically – was implemented on
27.03.2015.

All DCCBs and Pondicherry SCB were made
our sub-members and the RTGS/NEFT facility
was extended to all DCCB Branches and
Pondicherry SCB. Customers of DCCBs can
now send and receive money through this facility

to/from any branches of other banks.

Internet Banking

Your bank continued to provide online
transactions, Utility Bill Payment Facility through
BillDesk, Remittance of Electricity Consumption
charges and SMS alerts under Net Banking to
Corporate & Retail customers. The details are
given below:

Your bank implemented the switch software
during November 2013 after thorough testing
with the assistance of TCS and ATM-SWITCH
developer M/s. Yelamanchelli Software Exports
(YSE). The ATM transactions are handled by
the switch since then.

The vendor M/s YSE completed generation and
validation of PIN through HSM Hardware
installed in Head Office and CDC, Chennai
from August 2014.

Your bank has taken initiatives with the
assistance of Switch Vendor M/s YSE for
issuance of RuPay cards by becoming member
of NFS for which the Switch Software has to
be tested and certified by NPCI. Your bank

would complete the Certification process and

issue RuPay card shortly. The testing process

commenced on 31.01.2015 with NPCI.

 Mobile Banking:

Hon’ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu
announced in the Assembly on 01.08.2014 that
Mobile Banking Services would be introduced
in The Tamil Nadu State Apex Cooperative
Bank to all its customers.

RBI issued Mobile Banking License on
13.12.2013 which expired in December
2014.Our bank applied for extension and RBI
vide letter dated 15.12.2014 extended the
validity of license up to 31.03.2015. RBI also
advised the Bank to ensure timely
operationalisation of the Mobile Banking
services before 31.03.2015.
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Government of Tamil Nadu issued GO Ms
No.14 dated 27.01.2015 to implement Mobile
Banking in our Bank at a total cost of Rs.43.00
lakhs and the Registrar of Coop Societies
advised the bank to take appropriate action in
this regard.

Work Order was issued to M/s Tata
Consultancy Services on 04.02.2015 to
implement Mobile Banking and IMPS
technology in our Bank at a cost of Rs. 43.00
lakhs with one year warranty;

The application was demonstrated to the Bank’s
Executives on 04.03.2015 and User
Acceptance Test (UAT) was conducted on
09.03.2015 & 10.03.2015. The cosmetic
changes and other functionalities were carried

out by TCS Engineers.

TCS has developed and customised the
Application Software under Java and Android
Platform. Your bank completed all formalities
and the application software was published
through Google Play Store which can be
downloaded and installed in Mobile Handsets
free of cost.

The Mobile Banking Application software was
moved to Testing on 20.03.2015 involving
Closed User Group (CUG) of your Bank staff.
After successful testing it will be extended to
the customers of your bank.

Thus your bank has become the first
cooperative bank to implement Mobile Banking

and achieved another Technology milestone.

Other Policy Decisions:
i)Management of Data Centre and DR Centre:

As your bank is not having Technical Resource
to manage DC & DR, it has been decided to
outsource the management to TCS since 2010.

Your bank decided to engage 17 TCS resource
persons towards managing DC & DR at a cost
of Rs. 11,29,300/- per month for the period
from 01.09.2013 to 31.12.2014. Your bank
had to renew the services from 01.01.2015 and
with the approval of Board of Management vide
Resolution No. 306 dated 30.12.2014 engaged
22 resources at a total cost of Rs. 14,51,200/
for a period of 3 years up to 31.12.2017 at the
same cost determined and approved on
23.08.2010.

Accordingly, the DC & DR is continued to be
managed by TCS.

ii) Collocation Service Management of CDC/DR:

While implementing CBS, our bank required
ELCOT to identify a service provider to locate
CDC & DR Site for establishment of data
centre. It was decided to collocate the required
services, since owning and managing Data
Centre is very expensive. ELCOT through
Tender process identified M/s R. Com as our
data centre service provider.

The required IBM Servers were installed and

branches were brought under WAN by

providing connectivity between branches and

Data Centre.

Thus, your bank established CDC at Haddows
Road, Chennai & DR at Bengaluru to comply
with the directions of RBI. The Data Centre
was made operational from 18.10.2010.

The charges towards rent for rack space, work
seat etc. were determined by ELCOT through
tender process and our bank executed the
agreement in January 2011 valid for a period
of 3 years up to November 2013. M/s R.Com
continued to provide services at the old rate up
to 31.03.2014. The services are to be renewed
from 01.04.2014.
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Your bank considered the necessity of
continuing the DCDR Services with the existing
service provider – R. Com and the difficulties/
complexities involved to move the Data Centre
to another service provider decided to renew
the services with R.Com.

As the  Election Code of Conduct was in
prevalence, your bank requested R.Com to
extend the old rates up to 31.05.2014 and the
services were renewed at  a total cost of
Rs.39,94,962/- valid for a period of 5 years
from 01.06.2014 to 31.05.2019 with due
approval of the Board   vide Resolution No.
145 dated 19.09.2014.

Software Asset Management (SAM):

Your bank is utilising Microsoft products like
Windows XP, 2003 etc. since implementation
of TBA. Microsoft carried out Software
Licensing Audit under SAM.

In May 2014, M/s PwC, an auditing firm,
appointed by Microsoft held Software Asset
Management on behalf of Microsoft.

PwC analysed the Deployment of Standard
Software; Purchasing Policies; Management of
Software by having Standard systems ( our

bank is having uniform deployment in all

branches/CDC/DR), maintenance of H/W &

S/W inventory; having record of License

Entitlement across the bank (Maintenance of
License copies etc.), and deployment of
approved software have also been considered
by PwC.

Based on the analysis, PwC has placed our
bank under ‘STANDARDISED’ category.
Under this category, our  bank  is  having
majority of  SAM Components at Standardised

Level Viz. Accuracy of Inventory; H/W & S/
W Inventory Management; Deployment
Process etc.  According to PwC, such
Standardised Procedure is adopted only by few
organisations. This is a credit to your bank.

Based on the report and as required by
Microsoft, our bank procured software
products costing about Rs. 16.84 lakhs through
ELCOT to comply with Microsoft licensing
requirement.

IT Expenses Incurred During 2014-15
a. Core Banking Solution:

As reported last year the Warranty for CBS
was determined from 01.08.2013 to
31.07.2014 and ATS for 4 years up to
31.07.2018. As per tender terms ATS charges
were determined at 7.40% of the total CBS
Cost Rs.2.40 Crores.  Your  bank  paid  ATS
Charges  for  the  first  year  amounting  to   Rs.
17, 76,000/ on 29.09.2014.

Your Bank procured additional MF COBOL
Licenses – Enterprise Wide Unlimited user
version – at a cost of Rs.46.21 lakhs through
ELCOT on 02.07.2014 to comply with the
Licensing requirement of MS COBOL.

b. Net Banking:

As reported last year the Warranty for Net

Banking was determined from 01.08.2013 to
31.07.2014 and ATS for 4 years up to
31.07.2018. As per tender terms ATS charges
were determined at 7.40% of the total Net
Banking  Cost Rs.40,00,000/.

Banks were working in CBS environment.

i) Project Monitoring Office

To ensure smooth implementation and to share
the expertise of your Bank in implementing
CBS, a Project Monitoring Office has been set
up at TNSC Bank, H.O.  The PMO is fully
furnished with tables, chairs, networking, 24x7
electricity supply, etc. Connectivity was
established at PMO with TCS Data Centre at
Mumbai.  PMO is monitoring the
implementation of CBS in 23 DCCBs on day-
to-day basis.  The PMO is also supporting
Pondicherry State Coop. Bank and Tamil Nadu
Industrial Coop. Bank (TAICO Bank) for
implementing CBS.
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ii) State Level CBS Project Management
Committee (SLPMC):

The State Level CBS Project Management
Committee was constituted under the
Chairmanship of Registrar of Cooperative
Societies.  The Managing Director, TNSC
Bank, was the Convenor.  During the year
2014-15, one meeting was held.

iii) National Level CBS Project Management
Committee (NLPMC):

Under the Chairmanship of   Deputy
Managing  Director  of NABARD, one
NLPMC meeting  was  held  during the year.
The progress in CBS implementation in the
States of Tamil Nadu, Karnataka,    Madhya
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh and Gujarat was
reviewed in the meeting.

13.1 The interest rates on NRE Savings Deposit
accounts shall be at the rate applicable to
domestic savings deposits.

Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation

13.4 The Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation (DICGC), a subsidiary of RBI,
was established by an Act of Parliament, viz.,
The Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation Act, 1961.  The Deposit Insurance
Scheme was introduced with effect from
01.01.1962 initially for deposits with all
commercial banks including RRBs and local
area banks.  Following an amendment to the
DICGC Act in 1968, coverage was extended
in respect of deposits with cooperative banks
in such of the States which have passed the
necessary enabling legislation amending their
local Co-operative Societies Acts.

Accordingly, necessary amendments were
made by incorporating a Chapter ‘Insured
Cooperative Banks’ in the Tamil Nadu
Cooperative Societies Act.  Necessary
provisions were incorporated in your Bank’s
Byelaws in tune with the provisions of Section
2(gg) of DICGC Act, 1961.

Extent of Insurance Cover

Under this Scheme, in the event of liquidation,
reconstruction or amalgamation of an insured
bank, every depositor of that bank is entitled
to repayment of  his deposits  held by him in the
same  right and capacity in all branches of that
bank upto a monetary ceiling of Rs.1 lakh.

Insurance Premium Paid

The payment of premium at the rate of 5 paise
per half  year  per  hundred  rupees  of
assessable deposits at  half-yearly intervals.  The
half-yearly premium should be paid in advance.

During the year under report, your Bank has
furnished the information sought to the eligible
applicants under RTI Act, 2005.

KYC Norms / AML

13.6 The Government of India, Ministry of Finance,
Department of Revenue issued a Notification
dated 01.07.2005  in the Gazette of India,
notifying the “Prevention of  Money  Laundering
(PML) Rules, 2005”.  In terms of PML Rules,
Banks  are required to report information
relating to cash and suspicious transactions to
the Director, Financial  Intelligence  Unit of India,
New  Delhi.  Accordingly, your  Bank had
furnished the report in time.

Recovery of overdue loans and TODs

13.7 The Recovery Cell is taking  co-ordinated,
effective steps for recovering the overdues under
Salary Loans, Home Need Loans, Building
Mortgage Loans, Jewel Loans and Temporary

Overdrafts.  The applications received from
Head Office/Branches in respect of overdue
loans are referred  to Deputy  Registrar of
Coop. Societies (Credit) under Tamil Nadu
Coop. Societies Act 1983, for Arbitration.
Based on the awards,  Execution Petition is
filed and the recovery process is continued
against the borrowers who failed to repay the
loans as per the award.

As against 149 overdue cases  referred  to
legal action, 2 loan accounts were closed during
the financial year. The overdue cases as on
31.03.2015 were 147.   The total collection
effected during the financial year was Rs.6.75
lakhs.

Your Bank makes
all arrangement to place the funds at paying
bank’s account on the very  next day to the debit
of issuing banks account, by executing the
required transactions, by collecting the required
particulars from all the member banks.

This was made possible by  your Bank because
of the earnest and sincere steps taken by the
Apex Bank to computerise all the DD issued
business at the member banks level.

Your Bank has been repeatedly insisting all the
member banks to reconcile SDS transactions
on monthly  basis so as to avoid  funds  being
locked up  under  unreconciled  items.  Your
Bank arranges for Group Reconciliation
Meetings  once in a year regularly.  It creates a
common platform for all the member banks to
depute their representatives to reconcile the
pending items among themselves.

Insurance Business

13.17 Your Bank continues to offer insurance products
to meet the insurance needs of the customers
by having tie-up with insurance companies as
their corporate agent under Bancassurance. It
is an additional service extended to the
customers on fee basis without risk
participation.

The Registrar vide Circular Rc.50483/2008/
CBP.1 dated 9.7.2009 had issued instructions
to Coop. Banks and PACCS to undertake
insurance business as referral agents without
risk participation. Your Bank was allotted with
M/s Shriram Life Insurance Company and M/
s IFFCO Tokio General Insurance Company
to act as their Corporate Agent.

Micro Insurance

The Hon’ble Minister for Cooperation had
announced in August 2011 that all PACCS have
to act as “Micro Insurance Agents” of
Insurance Companies to enable the PACCS
to offer insurance facilities to the farmers and
the economically weaker people at their door
steps.  Accordingly, all the PACCS in the State
were advised to take up insurance business as
Micro Insurance Agents vide RCS Circular
No.31/2011 and letter Rc.No.81500/2011/
CBP.1 dated 21.09.2011.  The Micro insurance
offers maximum insurance cover of Rs.50000/
- at very low premium.  The progress made in
micro insurance by PACCS during 2014-15
was  as under:

Bancassurance in TNSC Bank

Your Bank had obtained the permission of RBI
through NABARD to undertake insurance
business as Corporate Agent without risk
participation vide RBI letter No.RPCD (Che)/
2427/04.05.052/2010-11 dated 8.2.2011 and
renewed the permission w.e.f. 8.2.2013.  Your
Bank has applied to RBI for renewal of
permission for further period of two years. Your
Bank has been acting as the corporate agent of
M/s. Shriram Life Insurance Company and
M/s. IFFCO-Tokio General Insurance
Companies since March 2012. Your Bank has
appointed one Officer as Corporate Insurance
Executive and 19 Officers as Specified Persons
to coordinate with insurance companies in the
promotion of insurance business of the Bank.
Your Bank offered traditional Life insurance
products and Motor and Personal Accident
Group Insurance cover for the customers.

Risk Management Cell

13.18 As per NABARD’s guidance Note on Credit
Risk Management (CRM) vide Ref.
No.NB.Dos.HO.POL/4586/J-1/2009-10
dated 20.01.2010, your Bank formed Risk
Management Cell during the year 2010-11 to
implement better risk management system.

The Section analyses the Bank’s financial
statements using certain important ratios and
does Peer Group comparisons on quarterly
basis to enable your  Bank  to initiate corrective
measures and to  create awareness amongst
the members of staff about their roles in the
development of the Bank.  During the year
under report, the Cell assessed DCCBs
performance as a part of Loan Review
Mechanism and suggested  Risk  Return
Pricing that  would encourage  the DCCBs to
follow the conditions of credit facility.

The Cell was  instrumental  in convening
five  ALCO meetings during the year and ALCO
took important  decisions  in  line  with  the
macro level changes  discussed in the meetings.

14.1 Tamil Nadu, the southern most State of India,
is located in Northern Latitude between 80 5’
and 130 35’ and Eastern Longitude between
760 15’ and 800 20’.  The State  is  bounded
by  Kerala on the West, Andhra Pradesh and
Karnataka on the North, Bay of Bengal on the
East and Indian Ocean on the South.  Point
Calimere is at the eastern tip and Mudumalai
Sanctuary is at the Western tip of the State.
Pulicat Lake and Cape Camorin are the
Northern and Southern extremes of the State.
For administrative convenience, the State  is
divided into 32 districts including the State
capital Chennai.

Physical Features

14.2 Tamil Nadu occupies 4% of India’s
geographical area and possesses only 3% of
the water resources of India.  The total
geographical area of the State is 130058 Sq.
Kms. Entire eastern part of the State has a
coastal line of 1076 kms.  Climate in the State
is mainly tropical and the temperature ranges
between 180 C and 430 C.  The State receives
moderate rainfall and the major share (61%) is
received through North East monsoon during
the months of October - December.   Major
rivers in the State are Cauvery, Palar, Pennar,
Vaigai and Thamiraparani.  The river Cauvery
runs 760 Kms. in the State and forms a very
large delta at its mouth in the districts of
Thanjavur, Thiruvarur, Nagapattinam,
Cuddalore, Villupuram and Tiruchirapalli.  Soil
in the State mainly belongs to the category of
red loamy, red  sandy, black soil, deltaic

alluvium and coastal alluvium.  Forests occupy
17.51% of the total geographical area of the
State as against 22.6% for the country.

Demographic Features

14.3 According to 2011 census, Tamil Nadu has a
population of  7.21 crore and is the seventh
most populous State in the country.  Chennai
tops the list of districts with largest  population
at 46.81 lakhs followed by Kancheepuram with
39.90 lakhs.  The population density of  Tamil
Nadu is 555 per Sq. Km. (2011 census) as
against the national  average of  382  per
Sq.Km. Chennai is the densest district and
Nilgiris has the lowest density of  population in
the State.  Tamil Nadu is classified as one of
the most urbanised States in the country with
48.45% of its population living in urban areas
as against 31.80% for the country.

Economic Indicators

14.4 The growth in the IT, ITES and Knowledge
Economy Sectors has been remarkable along
with the emergence of a strong automobile
sector.  Factor endowments such as availability
of  human capital resources, industrial harmony,
sound infrastructure have contributed to the
emergence of Tamil Nadu as the preferred
investment destination.

Gross State Domestic Product  was 7.29%
during 2013-14 as against 3.39%   during
2012-13.   The average Annual Growth Rate
during XI Plan period was 8.05%.  During
2012-13, Agriculture Sector achieved 1.14%
growth, Industry - 5.12% and Services - 4.82%

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The outlay in the Twelfth Plan needed for 11%
growth of the economy is projected at
Rs.2,11,250 crore.  Agriculture, irrigation, flood
control and rural development together get a
share of 25.2% in the Twelfth plan.  The
proposed outlay for these sectors is Rs.53,249
crore, which is about 2.49 times the
corresponding outlay of Rs.21,386 crore in the
Eleventh Plan.

The State  had  55989  schools (34841  Primary
Schools, 9969 Middle Schools and 5431 High
Schools and 5748 Higher Secondary Schools)
in 2011-12.  Net Enrolment rate among the
Primary School-going  children was 99.29%
and the same among  upper primary classes
was 98.25%.  Tamil Nadu  is  the  first  State  in
the country to provide  computer  education  in
all Government Higher Secondary Schools.

Revenue and Municipal Divisions

14.5 The State has been divided into 32 Revenue
Districts.  The State has 10 Municipal
Corporations, viz. Chennai, Madurai,
Coimbatore, Salem, Tiruchi, Tirunelveli,
Tiruppur, Erode, Thoothukudi and Vellore.
There are 125 Municipalities, 561 Town
Panchayats, 2 Townships, 254 Taluks, 385
Panchayat Unions, 561 Town Panchayats  and
12,618 Village Panchayats.

Industry

14.6 Tamil Nadu with its broad-based manufacturing
sector, holds a prominent position in the
industrial map of India.  In order to accelerate
industrial development, the state unveiled the
Industrial Policy.  During 2005-06, based on
the Annual Survey of Industries, Tamil Nadu
stood first in number of factories, and in
employment and third in gross value of output
and net value added.  During the period  from
April 2000 to May 2015, the  State  has
attracted Rs.93,725 crore of cumulative
Foreign Direct Investment, which is concerning

this, our State occupies  the third position at
the  National  Level.  The total export  from
Tamil Nadu during 2013-14 was Rs.2,15,400
crore witnessed 12% growth as compared to
9% in 2010-11.  Tamil Nadu is ranked first in
terms of number of new MSME projects
registered during 2013-14 with 1,16,393 new
units accounting for 32.04% of the total new
MSME units promoted all over India. Tamil
Nadu has about 1700 IT Companies  with direct
employment of about 3.50  lakh people and
7.50 lakh people through indirect employment.

Agriculture

14.7 Agriculture including allied activities continues
to be the prime mover of the State economy
supporting 40% of the population and
contributing 7.29% of  the Gross State
Domestic Products as of  2013-14.  The
agriculture sector had witnessed vast
restructuring through time.  The net area sown
has been on the decrease because of pressure
of growth in population which results in
conversion of agricultural land for
Non-agricultural purposes.  Fragmentation of
holdings was also visible.  The Agriculture
Census data shows that the number of marginal
and small farmers has been on the increase
resulting in high man-land ratio, casualisation
and marginalisation of labour.

There was a remarkable increase in the
agricultural production during 2013-14.  Total
foodgrains production was of the order of
110.02  lakh tonnes during 2013-14 as against
56.05  lakh tonnes in 2012-13.   Remarkable
increase in Per hectare yield of paddy from 2712
kgs in 2012-13 to 4123kgs in 2013-14.

The State had  81.18  lakh hectare land
holdings  with an operating area of 64.88 lakh
hectare  of which 77% of them were marginal
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farmers having areas of less than one hectare
and they operated 35% of total area.  Small
farmers (owning 1 hectare to 2 hectares) had a
share of 14.55% in number and 25.3% of the
operated area.  Semi-medium and medium
farmers accounted for 7.5% in number and
34% in the operated area.  Large farmers with
more than 10 hectares had  negligible number
of operational holdings and the area operated
remained  at 5.4%. Average size of   land
holding in the state was  0.80 hectare.

The production of
paddy in terms  of  rice accounted 71.15  lakh
tonnes in 2013-14 constitute 64.67% of the
total food production. Maize had a share of
20.40% with the production of 22.45 lakh
tonnes.  Pulses, oilseeds accounted with the
production of 6.14 lakh tonnes and 10.09 lakh
tonnes respectively.

Cereals,
pulses was cultivated in 8.16 lakh hectares,
Groundnut covered 3.37 lakh   hectares,
Cotton 1.51 lakh hectares  and Sugarcane 3.13
lakh hectares during 2013-14.  Rice production
in the State during 2013-14 was 71.15  lakh
tonnes, Millets  32.68  lakh tonnes, Pulses 6.14
lakh tonnes.

14.13 Tamil  Nadu  has all the three sources of
irrigation viz, canal, tanks and wells.  Gross
irrigated area by all sources was 33.11 lakh
hectares during 2013-14.  Irrigation carried on
through 2239  canals with a length of 9747
kms.  There were 41127  irrigation tanks and
326309 tube wells.  The net  area  irrigated
was 26.79 lakh hectares.  Irrigation intensity
worked out to 1.24during 2013-14.

14.14 The total livestock population as per the latest
survey in 2007 (Provisional)  is given below.

Fisheries:

14.15 Tamil Nadu, with its long coastal line of about
1076 km and abundant fisheries resources,
contributes 13.40% of total marine production
in India.  The value of marine exports from the
State was to the tune of Rs.3331.78 crore in
2012-13, which accounts for 9.36% of   total
national  marine  exports  from the country in
terms of quantity and 18.24% in terms of value.
The fish  production in Tamil Nadu stood 6.18
lakh tonnes during 2012-13, of which 69.58%
came from marine sources and the remaining
30.42% was contributed by inland sources.

Infrastructure

14.16 Tamil  Nadu  has a rail network of 4181 kms.
electrified network accounted for 46.76%.  The
State has one of the best road networks in the

country with 4974 kms. of  National Highways,
57043  kms. of  State  Highways, 35876 kms of
Corporation and Municipalities Road, 18554
kms. of Town Panchayat Road and 225272
kms. of other Panchayat Union and Village
Panchayat Union Roads.  There are three major
ports viz., Chennai, Ennore and Tuticorin and 15
minor ports.  The State has six domestic
Airports, viz. Chennai, Coimbatore,
Tiruchirapalli, Madurai, Salem   and   Tuticorin
and three International Airports at Chennai,
Coimbatore and Tiruchirapalli.  As of  2011-12,
there were 12064 Post  Offices  in  the  State
doing the postal business of which 1448 post
offices were having internet  connectivity and 94
post offices were installed  with ATMs.  There
were more than 2.54 crore cellular subscribers
as on 31.03.2011, 35.25% of the population are
the subscribers, i.e. third  largest  among  the
States next to Uttar Pradesh and Maharashtra,
13794  village panchayats were provided with
village public telephone.

Social Infrastructure

14.17 Tamil Nadu is generally regarded as a socially
above average state of the Indian Union.
Among the 15 major  States of the country,
Tamil Nadu holds impressive rank in general
literacy rate, sex ratio, infant mortality rate etc.
Birth rate in the State declined from 31.4. per
thousand in 1971 to 15.9 per thousand  in  2010,
while, for India as a whole the decline in birth
rate was from 36.9 to 21.8.  Death rate has
declined from 14.4 to 7.6 between 1971 and
2010, the corresponding figures for India are
14.9 and 7.1. According to 2011 census, literacy
rate in the State was 80.33  per cent as against
all India level of  74.04  per cent.  Female literacy
was at 73.86 per cent as against male literacy
of 86.81 per cent.

Sex ratio works out to 995 females for
1000 males as compared to 940 for  the  country
as a whole.  Infant  mortality rate, which  is

Banks and Foreign Banks), SCB, DCCBs,
SCARDB and RRBs.  The average per branch
population works out to 6757.

SIGNIFICANT   ACCOUNTING   POLICIES

1)   ACCOUNTING   CONVENTION:

The financial statements are prepared and presented under the historical cost convention, on

“going concern” basis following the accrual concept of accounting, unless otherwise stated.

The financial statements comply with generally accepted accounting principles, statutory

requirements, circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India/NABARD from time

to time, Accounting Standards issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and

current practices prevailing within the banking industry in India.

2) USE  OF  ESTIMATES :

The preparation of the financial statements is in conformity with generally accepted accounting

principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported

amounts of assets and liabilities, revenues and expenses and disclosure of contingent liabilities

at the date of the financial statements. Actual results could differ from those estimates.

Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of the financial statements are

prudent and reasonable.

3) RECOGNITION  OF  INCOME / EXPENDITURE:

Income and Expenditure are accounted on accrual basis except as stated below:

a)   Interest on advances classified as Substandard, Doubtful or Loss Assets is recognized
on realization.

b)  Commission, Exchange and Locker Rent are recognized as income on receipt basis.

c)  Dividend Income is accounted on receipt basis.

d)  Subsidy/subvention from  State/Central Government /NABARD/others is accounted on

realisation.

4) ADVANCES :

      a) Advances are classified into Standard, Substandard, Doubtful and Loss Assets in accordance

with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India/NABARD from time to time.

      b) Provision on Advances categorized under Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets is made

in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India/NABARD. In addition,

a general provision has been made on all Standard Assets as per RBI directives.

    c) Recovery in non-performing assets is first appropriated towards interest and balance, if

any, towards principal
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5) INVESTMENTS:

a)  The Bank has classified   the investments   in   accordance   with  the RBI guidelines

applicable to Co-operative Banks. Accordingly, classification of Investments for the purpose

of valuation is done under the following categories:

i) Permanent and     ii) Current

b) Investments under ‘Permanent’ category have been valued at acquisition cost. Premium, if

any, on such investments is amortized over the residual period of maturity of the particular

Investment.

c) Investments under ‘Current’ category have been marked to market on the basis of  guidelines

issued by Reserve Bank of India. While net depreciation, if any, under each Category of

investment  has been provided for, net appreciation, if any, has been ignored.

d) Treasury Bills under all the classifications have been valued at carrying cost.

e) For the purpose of valuation, market value in the case of State Government and Other

Securities for which quotes are not available is determined on the basis of the ‘yield to

maturity’ indicated by Primary Dealers Association of India (PDAI) jointly with Fixed Income

and Money Market Derivatives Association of India (FIMMDA).

6) FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION:

a) Fixed Assets are stated at Cost less accumulated depreciation. Cost includes incidental

expenses incurred on acquisition and installation of assets.

b) Depreciation on fixed assets purchased during the year is charged for the full year, if the

asset is purchased and retained for 180 days or more, otherwise it is charged at 50% of the

normal rate. No depreciation is charged on fixed assets sold during the year.

c) Depreciation on Fixed Assets is provided on opening Written Down Value at the following

rates:

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7) GRANTS AND SUBSIDIES:

Grants and Subsidies received for acquisition of fixed assets are treated as Deferred Income,

and is recognized in the Profit and Loss account over the useful life of the fixed asset, in proportion

to the depreciation on the related fixed assets.

8) EMPLOYEE BENEFITS :

a) The Bank is making Regular contributions to the Provident Fund and these are charged to

Revenue on accrual basis.

b)   Liability towards Gratuity is provided based on the valuation received from Life Insurance

Corporation of India. The  Liability towards Gratuity is funded with Life Insurance Corporation of

India

c)   The Bank provides for liability towards leave encashment based on estimates and is not

funded.

    9) PROVISIONS, CONTINGENT LIABILITIES AND CONTINGENT  ASSETS:

A Provision is recognised when the Bank has a Present Obligation as a result of Past event and

it is Probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to

settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the obligation.

Contingent liabilities are not provided for unless a reliable estimate of probable outflow to the

Bank exists as at the Balance sheet date. Contingent Liabilities are disclosed in the Notes to the

Financial statements. Contingent assets are neither recognised nor disclosed in the financial

statements. Provisions, contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets are reviewed at each Balance

Sheet date and are adjusted to reflect current best estimate.

NOTES  FORMING  PART  OF  ACCOUNTS FOR THE YEAR ENDED 31st MARCH 2015

1. Sundry Debtors include un-approved and contested expenses aggregating to Rs.851.94 lakhs

relating to earlier  years  pending final scrutiny and adjustment, without charging them off as

an expenditure in the profit and loss account. However provision towards these debtors have

been made in the books of the bank and is reflected under provisions.

2. The  compensation of Rs.88891.76 lakhs  received from State Government  of Tamil Nadu as

share capital assistance  towards amount of Waiver granted to farmers under loan waiver

scheme and reimbursement of blocked loans aggregating to Rs.95473.84 lakhs  has been

accounted under Share Capital Suspense Account. The Bank had requested the State

Government to treat the above compensation as grant and to allow the bank to set off the

waived loan against the above said grant. Pending approval from the Government of Tamil

Nadu, the bank has disclosed the above waived loans under Advances and Compensation

received as above under Share capital. Further, advances to the extent of Compensation

received is treated as Standard Advances and the remaining amount is classified as Loss

asset and is provided for in full. This has the effect of inflating the Capital, while at the same

time overstating the Loans & Advances figure as the loans written off were not removed from

Assets side.

3. Provision for Standard Assets:

          The total provision required for standard assets as on 31.03.2015 works out to Rs.22.27 crores,

against which a sum of Rs.38.69 crores is already held, and accordingly no provision has been

made towards standard advances during the current year.

4.         During the current year provision towards  leave encashment of employees is made aggregating

to Rs.10 crores (5 crores)  based on management estimate.
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  5.   Pension :

Due to inadequacy of corpus with the Pension fund maintained with Life Insurance Corporation of

India and in line with the order passed by High Court of Madras dated 13.10.2008, the bank has

during the year paid pension to retired employees aggregating to Rs.531.40 lakhs (Rs.391.97 lakhs)

and contribution to Pension fund amounting  to Rs.296 lakhs (Rs.296 lakhs) which are reflected

under Salaries and allowances. As per the above said order, the bank is required to pay contribution

to the pension fund aggregating to Rs.23.73 crores over a period of eight years commencing from

2008-09.   As per the order, payments have been made upto the financial year 2014-15.  No provision

has been made in the accounts towards incremental liability over and above the corpus available

with the LIC  based on actuarial valuation.

6. Other SCBs (AIMAS) – Credit Rs.52,26,632/-(Net):

The balance represents account with 25 SCBs.  The reconciliation of these accounts are under

progress and necessary adjustments would be made upon completion of reconciliation.

REPORT ON THE FINANCIAL  STATEMENTS

1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements  of THE TAMIL  NADU

STATE APEX CO-OPERATIVE BANK L TD.,  which comprises the  Balance Sheet

as at 31st March, 2015, the Profit and Loss Account and the Cash Flow

Statement for the year ended and a summary of signif icant accounting

policies and other explanatory information.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements in

accordance with the provisions of the Banking Regulations Act 1949, the Tamil

Nadu Co-operative Societies Act, 1983, Regulations of Reserve Bank of India and

recognized accounting policies and practices, including the Accounting Standards

issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI). This responsibility

includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal controls relevant

to the preparation of the financial statements that are free from material

misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor ’s Responsibility

3. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on

our audit.  We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing

issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.  Those Standards require

that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain

reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material

misstatement.
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4. An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the

amounts and disclosures in the financial statements.  The procedures selected

depend on  the auditor’s judgements, including the assessment of the risks of

material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error.

In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant

to the Bank’s preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements in

order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not

for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Bank’s internal

control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies

used and the reasonableness of the accounting estimates made by management, as

well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

5. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate

to provide a basis for our audit opinion.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

6. We draw attention to the following:-

a.  As per the laid down policy of the Bank, liability towards leave encashment is

accounted based on estimates made by the management but not based on actuarial

valuation in deviation to the requirements of Accounting Standards -15 on employee

benefits issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.  The impact of

such policy on the profit for the year and also on the Reserves and Surplus of the

Bank is unascertainable.

b.  As detailed in Note 1 of Schedule XV to the accounts, sundry debtors includes

certain expenses aggregating to Rs.851.94 lakhs relating to earlier years which are

contested but provision has been made in the books of the Bank, without charging

off them as expenses in the earlier years.  This has the impact of overstating the

current assets and also the provisions for an amount of Rs.851.94 lakhs.

c. As detailed in Note No.2 of Schedule XV to the accounts, compensation of

Rs.88891.76 lakhs received from the State Government of Tamil Nadu as share

capital assistance towards farm loan waiver is reflected under share capital.  In the

absence of communication from the Government of Tamil Nadu as to the reflection

of this share capital assistance in the books of the Bank, we are unable to comment
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whether it would be in order to treat the waived loans of Rs.95473.84 lakhs as

advances and to treat the advances  to the extent of Rs.88891.76 lakhs as standard

advances.  This treatment has an impact of overstating the advances of the bank to

the extent of Rs.95473.84 lakhs and overstating the capital of the Bank to the extent

of Rs.88891.76 lakhs.

d.  As detailed in Note No.5 of Schedule XV to the accounts, due to inadequacy of

corpus with the pension fund pension to retired employees is accounted for as

expenses in the books of the Bank.  The Bank is yet to provide court ascertained

liability of Rs.296 lakhs out of the total ascertained liability of Rs.2373 lakhs.

Further, no actuarial valuation has been made relating to the pension liability after

2008.  While the non-provision of court ascertained liability has an impact of

overstatement of profit for the year and also the Reserves and Surplus to the extent

of Rs.296 lakhs, the impact of pension liability on account of actuarial valuation is

unascertainable in the absence of requisite information.

e.   As detailed in Note No.6 of Schedule XV to the accounts, reconciliation of accounts

other State Coop. Banks are under progress.  The impact if any on the profit for the

year and also on the reserves and surplus is unascertainable pending completion of

reconciliation.

f.  As per the practice consistently followed by the Bank, provision towards non-

performing advances and provision towards depreciation on investments are reflected

under Reserves and Surplus.  In our opinion these two provisions need to be reflected

under other liabilities and provisions and not under Reserves and Surplus.  This

treatment of the Bank has an impact of overstatement of Reserves and surplus to

the extent of Rs.19251.84 lakhs and understatement of other liabilities and

provisions for similar amount.

g.  The position of CRAR worked and reflected under note No.8(d) of Schedule XV is

without taking into consideration the dividend and other items likely to be

distributed out of the surplus for the year.  The impact of such distribution on the

CRAR reported is unascertainable in the absence of requisite information.
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h.  Bank has not recognised deferred tax asset and deferred tax liability in deviation

to the Accounting Standard - 22 issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants

of India.  The impact of such non-recognition on the profit for the year and also

on the Reserves and surplus of the bank is unascertainable.

Qualified Opinion

7.  In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to explanations

given to us, except for the effects of the matter described in the Basis for qualified

Opinion paragraph as set out above, the financial Statements given the information

required by the Act,  in the manner so required and give a true and fair view in

conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India.

a)  In the case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Bank as at 31st

March2015.

b) In the case of the Profit and Loss Account, of the profit for the year ended on

that date and

c) In the case of the Cash Flow Statement, of the cash flows for the year ended on

that date.

a. We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our

knowledge and belief were  necessary for the purpose of our audit,  and  have

found them to be satisfactory.

    c.   Proper Books of accounts as required by law have been kept  by the Bank so far

as appears from our examination of the said books of accounts.
