1.3 Tamil Nadu Coop. Societies Act, 1983 Section
72 and Byelaw No.35 of   the   Bank provide
the guidelines  for appropriation of  audited and
declared  Net  Profit  of   the Bank.

4.8 NABARD in its Policy has informed that the
Primary Agricultural Cooperative Credit
Society may sanction Produce Pledge Loan
against Negotiable Warehouse Receipt (NWR)
for the stocks kept in the godowns accredited
by the Warehousing Development and
RegulatoryAuthority upto the extent of 75%
of produce pledged.  The maximum credit limit
per borrower under SF/MF category should
not exceed Rs.3 lakh with an interest rate of
7% per annum for a maximum period of 6
months. Your Bank sanctioned credit limit of
Rs.1586 lakh to 6 DCCBs.  Salem DCCB
availed drawal to the extent of Rs.4.20 lakh
and the outstanding as on 31.3.2017 is Rs.4.20
lakh.

The total outstanding  under the above Cash
Credit accounts as on 31.03.2017 amounted to
Rs.243.75 crore as against Rs.410.83 crore as
on 31.03.2016, showing a decrease of
Rs.167.08 crore. The main reason for the
decrease in outstanding at the Apex Bank level
was due to low off-take of credit by DCCBs on
account of surplus funds available at their level.

7.2 For the Sugar Season 2016-17,  your  Bank
had  sanctioned  Cash  Credit limits to Sugar
Mills under Consortium  finance for working
capital purpose  to the  tune of  Rs.71.83 crore
and the outstanding as on 31.03.2017 was Nil.
The Sugar Mills have under- utilised the limits
due to instant sale of sugar produced  and the
ways and means support  from the State
Government.

Scheme for Extending Financial Assistance to
Sugar Undertakings (SEFASU) 2014

7.3 In order to help the sugar mills to settle the cane
dues to the sugar cane farmers, the GoI
announced  the   Scheme   for  Extending
Financial Assistance to Sugar Undertakings
(SEFASU) 2014. Under the  said  scheme, your
Bank  along  with 11 Leader  Banks/DCCBs

has  sanctioned  MT  loans to 17 sugar mills to
the tune of  Rs.104.01 crore.  The period  of
repayment  is  5  years  with  a  moratorium
period  of   2  years.  The sugar  mills  are  eligible
for an interest  subvention @ 12% p.a.  for the
entire  period of  the loan i.e. 5 years. As the
repayment of instament had commenced from
April 2016, the amount outstanding  has reduced
to Rs.26.74 crore as on 31.03.2017, as against
Rs.39.79 crore as on 31.03.2016.

Soft Loan to Sugar Mills Scheme 2015

7.4 To facilitate the Sugar Mills to settle the cane
arrears to the farmers for the Sugar Season
2014-15, Govt. of India announced the Soft
Loan 2015 Scheme under which medium term
loans to the tune  of  Rs.49.57 crores  to 11
Coop. Sugar Mills and Perambalur Sugar Mill
was sanctioned  in the  month of September
2015.  The period of loan is 4 years with one
year moratorium at the rate of  11.50% interest
p.a. and  the  interest  subvention at 10% p.a.
was sanctioned for one year. After Moratorium
period, the period of  repayment was
commenced from October 2016 and the
outstanding of  Rs.18.29  crore  as on
31.03.2016 was   reduced to Rs.14.74 crore as
on 31.03.2017.

The purpose-wise CC limits sanctioned and
outstanding as on 31.03.2016 and 31.03.2017
are  furnished below:
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Building Mortgage Loan

7.5 Under retail lending,  your Bank has been issuing
Building  Mortgage  Loans to customers from
the year 2009. As on 31.3.2017, there is an
outstanding of Rs.3.29 crore.

Term Loans to Spinning Mills

7.6 Owing to various factors, like obsolete
machineries, low productivity, textile recession
and high cost of raw materials, the performance
of Coop. Spinning Mills in the State dwindled
over a period and thereby 13 Coop. Spinning
Mills became defunct during the years between
1997-98 and 2003-04. At present,  only the
following  5  Coop. Spinning   Mills  are
functioning with 99920 spindles capacity.

a. Anna Coop. Spinning Mill, Andipatti, Theni
District.

   b. Bharathi Coop. Spinning Mill, Ettayapuram,
Tuticorin District.

  c. Kanyakumari Dist. Coop. Spinning Mill,
Aralvaymozhi, Kanyakumari District.

  d. Krishnagiri Coop. Spinning Mill, Uthangarai,
Krishnagiri District.

  e. Pudukkottai Coop. Spinning Mill, Aranthangi,
Pudukkottai District.

The  modernisation proposal which was drawn
up for the above 5  functional Coop. Spinning
Mills by the South India Textile Research
Association (SITRA) at a total  project  cost
of  Rs.147.21 crore has been implemented by
availing  funds from  National Coop.
Development Corporation.  The trial run is in
progress and commercial production will
commence soon.

Further, the Ramanathapuram Dist. Coop.
Spinning  Mill  which  had  been  defunct  has
also  been  modernised.  However, during the
reporting  year,  no fresh  CC  limits  were
sanctioned to Spinning Mills. As per CMA
Norms of NABARD, units   having   negative
networth have   to   furnish   Govt.   Default
Guarantee   for the  loans  and  advances
availed.

8.10 Based on representations from SCBs
and NAFSCOB, RBI, vide its Notification
RBI/2014-15-139 RPCD.RCB.BC.No. 16/
07.51.020/ 2014-15 dated 21.07.2014,
revised the norms on maintenance of SLR  by
DCCBs  are as follows:

* 5% of NDTL should be invested in
Approved Securities by 31.03.2015.

* 10% of NDTL should be invested in
Approved Securities by 31.03.2016.

* Entire SLR, as may be  prescribed by
Reserve Bank of  India on that date should
be invested in Approved Securities by
31.03.2017.

Incremental NDTL

Role of Apex Bank

8.11 On receipt of  the above guidelines of RBI,
your Bank had:

� Placed the same before the Board of
Management of the Bank and got it approved,
conducted training programmes for the
Executives and Officers of the DCCBs, and
advised all the DCCBs to follow the guidelines
of RBI scrupulously with reference to
maintenance of SLR. Purchased securities on
behalf of DCCBs in our State in order to
comply with the stipulations of RBI.

� During the year under report, your Bank had
purchased  securities  for FV Rs.1738.69
Crore.
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Development Action Plan

Introduction of DAP

9.1 On the advice of the Government of India,
NABARD introduced the concept of
DevelopmentAction Plan for the Short Term
Coop. Credit  Structure  with an overall  view
of  bringing  sustained  viability  to  all  the
PACCS and DCCBs in the State. So far,
Memorandum of Understanding had been
entered into by the Government  of Tamil
Nadu and  the Apex Bank with  NABARD in
4 phases from 1994-95. The 1Vth  phase of
Development Action Plan (DAP)-MoU was
executed on 05.05.2008  by the Apex Bank
and the Govt. of Tamil Nadu with NABARD
covering a period of five years from
01.04.2007 to 31.03.2012 with certain
revisions / modifications, which were essential
for making the said exercise more institution-
specific and participative. Your Bank
subsequently executed MoUs with  DCCBs
and the DCCBs, in turn, executed  MoUs with
their respective affiliated PACCS.

9.2 Upto III-Phase, the progress achieved at all
the three  tiers was  being reviewed on half-
yearly basis at the State Level Monitoring
Committee Meetings convened by the Apex
Bank. From the commencement of 1Vth Phase
of DAP/MoU, the NABARD, R.O., Chennai
has been reviewing the progress achieved at all
the  three  tiers on quarterly basis by constituting
State Level Task Force (SLTF). In addition,
the growth achieved at DCCBs/PACCS level
was  being  monitored at District Level
Monitoring and Review Committee Meetings
(DLMRC) on quarterly basis.

9.3 Though  NABARD is not  insisting  upon
DAP-MoU from 01.04.2012, the Apex Bank
has continued the process and         prepared

the performance obligations of the Bank for
five years from 2014-15 to 2018-19 as in the
case of earlier years. Further, the Apex Bank
has advised the DCCBs to prepare
Performance Obligations  and  Key Action
Points for five  years from 2014-15 to 2018-
19. All the DCCBs have prepared  the  same
and  submitted to the Apex Bank. Based on
the above  performance  obligations,   the
growth achieved at DCCBs/PACCS level is
being  monitored  by DLMRC on quarterly
basis. However, MoU was  not entered  into
between SCB and DCCBs since NABARD
has not  been   insisting  upon  execution of
DAP- MoU from the year 2012-13.

Phase-V:  NABARD, Mumbai, vide letter
No.NB.IDD.COOP/1649/DAP-43/2014-15
dated 31.03.2015 has advised the StCBs to
take up the exercise of preparation of
Development Action  Plan for two financial
years i.e. 2015-16 and 2016-17. Taking into
account the  availability of  local   potential
and the resource capabilities of individual
DCCBs/PACCS, the   lending  projections
may be redrawn  and built in the DAPs.
NABARD advised  to  prepare plan for the
above two years on  account of RBI’s circular
dated 7.1.2014; Cooperative  Banks  have
been advised to attain  and sustain CRAR of
7% and 9% by 31.3.2015 and 31.3.2017
respectively. Accordingly, the  DAP
projections of your  Bank has been redrawn
and a revised Board  approved  plan  has  been
prepared. All the DCCBs also had   redrawn
their plan of action for the years 2015-16 and
2016-17 and executed MoU with your Bank.
In the similar lines the DCCBs were  requested
to  carry  out  exercise for PACCS at the
DCCBs level.
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District Level Monitoring and Review
Committees

9.4 At DCCBs level, 92 DLMRC Meetings had
been convened  during  the year  under  report
to review the progress made by the DCCBs
and PACCS. Based  on the  review, the
DCCBs were  advised to take  appropriate
steps  to  fulfill the  objectives of   DAP
wherever shortfall was noticed.

The progress made in the implementation of
the Plan during the reporting year is as follows:

Deposits:

9.5 As against the DAP Target of Rs.10,200
Crore, the Deposit position of  your Bank has
been at Rs.9090.32  Crore as on 31.3.2017.
The total deposit position of all the DCCBs
increased from Rs.25,624.70 Crore as on
31.3.2016  to Rs.28,343.91 Crore as on
31.3.2017 (Before Audit). At PACCS level,
the deposit position has increased from
Rs.8,161.32 Crore as on 31.3.2016 to
Rs.8,767.37 Crore as on 31.3.2017 (Before
Audit).

Loans and Advances:

9.6 Your Bank had issued loans to the extent of
Rs.5011.52 Crore as against the target of
Rs.13,000 Crore during the year 2016-17. Of
which, Rs.3,088.57 Crore was issued for
Agricultural  purposes and the balance for
Non-agricultural purposes. The DCCBs had
issued loans to the extent of Rs.16,584.42
Crore and the PACCS to the extent of
Rs.16,659.41 Crore during the year under
report.

Recovery Performance:

9.7 The following table depicts the comparative
position of  the recovery performance of all
loans as on 31.3.2016 and 31.3.2017 at the
SCB,  DCCBs  and  PACCS levels.

9.8 Your Bank reviews the viability position of
PACCS every year and issues necessary
guidelines to the DCCBs to improve their
viability position by increasing the loan
outstanding of   PACCS  above Rs.2 Crore
each from the year 2012-13.

13.4 The Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
Corporation (DICGC), a subsidiary of RBI,
was established by an Act of Parliament, viz.,
The Deposit Insurance and Credit Guarantee
CorporationAct, 1961. The Deposit Insurance
Scheme was introduced with effect from
01.01.1962 initially for deposits with all
commercial banks including RRBs and local
area banks.  Following an amendment to the
DICGCAct in 1968, coverage was extended
in respect of deposits with cooperative banks
in such of the States which have passed the
necessary enabling legislation amending their
local Co-operative Societies Acts.

Accordingly, necessary amendments were
made by incorporating a Chapter ‘Insured
Cooperative Banks’ in the Tamil Nadu
Cooperative Societies Act.  Necessary
provisions were incorporated in your Bank’s
Byelaws in tune with the provisions of Section
2(gg) of DICGC Act, 1961.

Extent of Insurance Cover

Under this Scheme, in the event of liquidation,
reconstruction or amalgamation of an insured
bank, every depositor of that bank is entitled
to repayment of  his deposits  held by him in the
same  right and capacity in all branches of that
bank upto a monetary ceiling of Rs.1 lakh.

Insurance Premium Paid

The payment of premium at the rate of 5 paise
per half  year  per  hundred  rupees  of
assessable deposits at  half-yearly intervals.

13.6 The Recovery Cell is taking  co-ordinated,
effective steps for recovering the overdues under
Salary Loans, Home Need Loans,  Jewel Loans
and Temporary Overdrafts. The ARC
applications received from Head Office/
Branches in respect of overdue loans are
forwarded to the Deputy  Registrar of Coop.
Societies (Credit) under Tamil  Nadu Coop.
Societies Act 1983, for Arbitration. On scrutiny
of applications, summons are sent to the
borrower and guarantors.  Hearing would be
conducted and based on the  hearing  from all
the parties concerend, Awards  are issued.
Failing to comply  with Awards,  Execution
Petition is  filed and the recovery process is
continued  against all the parties concerned.

Out of 164 overdue cases, 21 were new cases,
received for ARC. 2  loan accounts were closed
and the amount collected was  Rs.6,67,300/-.
The overdue cases as on 31.03.2017 is 162.

13.9 Your Bank continued to be a member in
Cheque Truncation  System  (CTS),  a Clearing
System with  NPCI. Your  Bank has  transacted
about 10.60  lakh instruments in CTS Clearing
during the year 2016-17.

13.15 The Honourable Chief  Minister of Tamil Nadu
made a statement in the Tamil Nadu Legislative
Assembly under rule 110 that the New Health
Insurance Scheme 2012 ordered in G.O. Ms.
No.243, Finance (Salaries) Department, dated
29.6.2012 for the employees of Government
Department, will be extended to employees of
cooperative societies. Accordingly in the G.O.
(Ms.) No.142, Cooperation, Food and
Consumer Protection (CB2) Department dated
23.12.2014 the Government has ordered for
the extension of New Health Insurance Scheme
2012 to the regularly appointed employees of
cooperative societies under the control of the
Registrar of Cooperative Societies.  The
Registrar of Cooperative Societies vide letter
Rc.No.72236/2014/PMCT2 dated 28.7.2015
issued detailed guidelines about the
implementation of the Scheme.  The General
Manager of the District Central Cooperative
Banks are the Nodal Officers of the Scheme
for the  respective District and the General
Manager of TNSC Bank will act as Nodal
Officer for the State.
As requested by the Director of Sugar, the
employees of the cooperative sugar mills,
Cooperative Sugar Federation and public
sector sugar mills have also been included in
the scheme.
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Features of the Scheme

   1. All regular employees  of Cooperative
Societies  under  the  administrative control of
the Registrar of   Cooperative Societies
including  Salesman and Packers of  Public
Distribution System are eligible to enroll
themselves under the scheme.

  2. The premium is Rs.2,120-/ per employee (i.e.,
premium amount Rs.1,860 plus service tax @
14% Rs.260).  This should be shared between
the employee and employer society equally.

 3. The total amount of medical assistance is upto
Rs.2 lakh in a block of two years from the date
of commencement of the scheme.

 4. The scheme commenced from 21.8.2015.

 5. The following family members of the Employee
shall be covered under the New Health
Insurance Scheme, 2012:

     i) Legal Spouse of the Employee

     ii) Children of the Employee - till they get
employed or married or attain the age of 25
years, whichever is earlier and dependent on
the Employee;

   iii) Parents of the Employee, in the case of
unmarried employee until the Employee gets
married.

During the year under report also, the scheme
was implemented.

CORE Banking Solutions in DCCBs

13.16 During the  budget session 2012-13,
the Hon’ble Minister for Cooperation,
Govt. of Tamil Nadu, announced in the
Assembly that core banking solutions would
be implemented in District Central Coop.
Banks.   NABARD  initiated  the
implementation of Core Banking Solutions

for District Central Coop. Banks and
identified Tata Consultancy Services (TCS)
as vendor for Tamil Nadu.

All Branches of District Central Cooperative
Banks were working in CBS environment
during the year under report.

i) Project Monitoring Office

To ensure smooth implementation and to share
the expertise of your Bank in implementing
CBS, a Project Monitoring Office has been set
up at TNSC Bank, H.O.  The PMO is fully
furnished with tables, chairs, networking, 24x7
electricity supply etc. Connectivity was
established at PMO with TCS Data Centre at
Mumbai. PMO is monitoring the
implementation of CBS in 23 DCCBs on day-
to-day basis.  The PMO is also supporting
Pondicherry State Coop. Bank and Tamil Nadu
Industrial Coop. Bank (TAICO Bank) for
implementing CBS.

ii) RTGS/NEFT

Real Time Gross Settlement (RTGS) and
National Electronic Fund Transfer (NEFT)
facilities were provided to pilot branches of Dist.
Central Coop. Banks on 26.11.2014. These
facilities were provided in all branches of
DCCBs on 16.2.2015.  For providing RTGS/
NEFT facilities, all Dist. Central Coop. Banks
have become sub-member of TNSC Bank.
Further, Pondicherry State Coop. Bank and
TAICO Bank became sub-members of TNSC
Bank for providing RTGS/NEFT facility in
their branches.

iii) SMS Alerts

Through tender process, M/s. ACL Mobile
Ltd., has been selected as vendor for providing
SMS alerts to the customers of DCCBs.  The
work order has been issued to them on
30.12.2016.
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The SMS facility has been implemented to the
customers of DCCBs from 21.3.2017.

iv) ATMs in DCCBs

Through tender process, M/s. AGS Transact
Technologies Ltd., has been selected as vendor
for supply and installation of 50 ATMs in
DCCBs and other services like ATM switch,
card management, reconciliation.  The work
order has been issued to them on 7.6.2016.

As on 31.03.2017, NPCI testing and
certification process are in progress.
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General

14.1 Tamil Nadu, the southern most State of India,
is located in Northern Latitude between 80 5’
and 130 35’ and Eastern Longitude between
760 15’ and 800 20’.  The State  is  bounded
by  Kerala on the West, Andhra Pradesh and
Karnataka on the North, Bay of Bengal on the
East and Indian Ocean on the South.  Point
Calimere is at the eastern tip and Mudumalai
Sanctuary is at the Western tip of the State.
Pulicat Lake and Cape Camorin are the
Northern and Southern extremes of the State.
For administrative convenience, the State  is
divided into 32 districts including the State
capital Chennai.

Physical Features

14.2 Tamil Nadu occupies 4% of India’s
geographical area and possesses only 3% of
the water resources of India.  The total
geographical area of the State is 130058 Sq.
Kms. Entire eastern part of the State has a
coastal line of 1076 kms.  Climate in the State
is mainly tropical and the temperature ranges
between 180 C and 430 C.  The State receives
moderate rainfall and the major share (62.2%)
is received  through  North East monsoon
during the months of October - December.
Major rivers in the State are Cauvery, Palar,
Pennar, Vaigai and Thamiraparani. The river
Cauvery runs 760 Kms. in the State and
forms a very large delta at its mouth in the
districts of Thanjavur, Thiruvarur,
Nagapattinam, Cuddalore, Villupuram and
Tiruchirapalli.  Soil in the State mainly belongs
to the category of red loamy, red  sandy,
black soil, deltaic alluvium and coastal

alluvium.  Forests occupy 16.50% of the
total geographical area of the State as
against 22.6% for the country.

Demographic Features

14.3 According to 2011 census, Tamil Nadu has a
population of  7.21 crore and is the seventh
most populous State in the country.  Chennai
tops the list of districts with largest  population
at 46.81 lakhs followed by Kancheepuram with
39.90 lakhs. The population density of Tamil
Nadu is 555 per Sq. Km. (2011 census) as
against the national  average of  382  per
Sq.Km. Chennai is the densest district and
Nilgiris has the lowest density of  population in
the State. Tamil Nadu is classified as one of
the most urbanised States in the country with
48.40% of its population living in urban areas
as against 31.15% for the country.

Economic Indicators

14.4 The growth in the IT, ITES and Knowledge
Economy Sectors has been remarkable along
with the emergence of a strong automobile
sector.  Factor endowments such as availability
of  human capital resources, industrial harmony,
sound infrastructure have contributed to the
emergence of Tamil Nadu as the preferred
investment destination.

The economy of the State is predominantly
agrarian with 60% of population living in rural
areas, 40% mainly dependent on agriculture for
their livelihood. As per the estimate for 2013-
14, the share of  Primary, Secondary and
Tertiary Sectors in the GSDP of the State was
12.7%, 25.5% and 61.8% respectively at

Education

14.5 The State  had  57192  schools (35307  Primary
Schools, 9588  Middle Schools and 5628 High
Schools and 6669 Higher Secondary Schools)
in 2016. Tamil Nadu  is  the  first  State  in the
country to provide  computer  education  in all
Government Higher Secondary Schools.

Revenue and Municipal Divisions

14.6 The State has been divided into 32 Revenue
Districts.  The State has 10 Municipal
Corporations, viz. Chennai, Madurai,
Coimbatore, Salem, Tiruchi, Tirunelveli,
Tiruppur, Erode, Thoothukudi and Vellore.
There are 124 Municipalities, 528 Town
Panchayats, 262 Taluks, 385 Panchayat Unions
and 12,524 Village Panchayats.

Industry

14.7 Tamil Nadu with its broad-based manufacturing
sector, holds a prominent position in the
industrial map of India.  In order to accelerate
industrial development, the state unveiled the
Industrial Policy.  During 2005-06, based on
theAnnual Survey of Industries, Tamil Nadu
stood first in number of factories, and in
employment and third in gross value of output
and net value added.  During the period  from
April 2000 to May 2015, the  State  has
attracted Rs.93,725 crore of cumulative
Foreign Direct Investment.   Which is
concerning  this, it  occupies  the third position
at  the  National  Level.  The total export  from
Tamil Nadu during 2013-14 was Rs.215
crore during 2011-12 witnessed 17% growth
as compared to Rs.42211 crore, a year ago.
Tamil  Nadu has about 1700 IT Companies
with direct employment of about 3.50  lakh
people and 7.50 lakh people through indirect
employment.

Agriculture

14.8 The net sown area in the State, in 2015-16 was
48.33 lakh ha , while the gross sown area was
60.74 lakh ha, and the cropping intensity was
1.257%. As per the Agricultural Census
2010-11, the total number of operational land
holdings was 81.18 lakh of which the number
of holdings below 5 ha was 80.19 lakh , 92%
of small and marginal farmers are holding 60%
of the total land. Likewise, the total operated
area of land holding was 64.88 ha of which less
than 5 ha was 39.50 ha, i.e. about 98% of the
total number of land holdings is less than 5 ha .
The net irrigated area was 28.32 lakh ha in
2015-16 of which, canal irrigation accounted
for 23.7%, Tanks 15.5%, Tubewells and
Borewells 17.6%, open Wells 43.1% and
others constitute 0.01%.

(99.14 lakh  tonnes), Millets 41.58 lakh tonnes),
Pulses (7.24 lakh tonnes) and Oilseeds (9.73
lakh tonnes).  The production of  Sugarcane
was 244.63 lakh tonnes.  The yield of the
major crops in respect of Paddy, Millets and

14.13 Paddy  being  major crop accounted for 53.11%
of  the total  cropped  area under cereals in the
State during 2015-16.  Paddy was  cultivated
in 18.99  lakh   hectares during 2015-16.
Millets accounted for 2.27  hectares which was
6.35% of the total area. Cereals, pulses was
cultivated in 3.23 lakh hectares,  Groundnut
covered 1.37  lakh   hectares, Cotton 0.42  lakh
hectares  and Sugarcane 2.52  lakh hectares
during 2015-16.  Rice production in the State
during 2015-16 was 73.75  lakh tonnes, Millets

Irrigation

14.14 There are about 81 reservoirs, 41127 tanks
and 18.69 lakh wells in the State.  The total
storage capacity of 15 major reservoirs in the
State is 198.38 tmcft. Against which water
realisation stood at 172.26 tmcft in 2011-12
(86.8%).  Due to wide spread drought, water
realisation in the reservoirs in the State was
restricted to 89.8% tmcft in 2012-13 (45.3%).
The decline in ground water table across the
State is a matter of serious concern. As a result,
out of 386 blocks in the State, 139 blocks are
categorised as over-exploited, 33 blocks as
critical, 67 blocks as semi-critical, 11 blocks
as poor quality and the balance 136 blocks as
safe.

The total net area irrigated in the State by all
sources of irrigation was 28.33 lakh hectares
in 2015-16, while the net sown area was 48.33
lakh  ha.  Likewise, the gross irrigated area was
35.75 lakh hectare while the gross sown area
was 60.74  Canals accounted for 24%, tanks
for 14% and wells for 61%.  Rotational Water
Supply works are also to be taken up to benefit
3,213 hectares at a cost of Rs.0.78 crore.

Social Infrastructure

14.17 Tamil Nadu is generally regarded as a socially
above average state of the Indian Union.
Among the 15 major  States of the country,
Tamil Nadu holds impressive rank in general
literacy rate, sex ratio, infant mortality rate etc.
Birth rate in the State declined from 31.4. per
thousand in 1971 to 15.4  per  thousand  in
2014 while, for India as a whole the decline in
birth rate was from 36.9 to 21.8.  Death rate
has declined from 14.4 to 7.00  between 1971
and 2014, the corresponding figures for India
are 14.9 and 7.1. According to 2011 census,
literacy rate in the State was 80.10 per cent as
against all India level of  73  per cent.  Female
literacy was at 73.40 per cent as against male
literacy of 86.80 per cent.

Sex ratio works out to 996 females for
1000 males as compared to 940  for  the
country as  a  whole.  Infant  mortality rate,
which  is often considered as an indicator of
social development, was  better  in  the State at
20 for 1000 live births in 2015  as  against 40
recorded for the country.

Banking

14.18 As on 31.3.2016, the State has a wide network
of bank branches with 11151  branches.

The CD ratio in Banks in Tamil Nadu is the
highest at 119% in 2015 as against National
Average of 77.1%.

SCHEDULE XIV

1) ACCOUNTING  CONVENTION:

The financial statements are prepared and presented under the historical cost

convention, on “going concern” basis following the accrual concept of accounting,

unless otherwise stated. The financial statements comply with generally accepted

accounting principles, statutory requirements, circulars and guidelines issued by the

Reserve Bank of India/NABARD from time to time. Accounting Standards issued by

the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India and current practices prevailing within

the banking industry in India.

2) USE  OF  ESTIMATES :

The preparation of the financial statements is in conformity with generally accepted

accounting principles, requires management to make estimates and assumptions that

affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, revenues and expenses and

disclosure of contingent liabilities at the date of the financial statements. Actual results

could differ from those estimates. Management believes that the estimates used in the

preparation of the financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

(3) RECOGNITION  OF INCOME / EXPENDITURE:

Income and Expenditure are accounted on accrual basis except as stated below:

a) Interest on advances classified as Substandard, Doubtful or Loss Assets is

recognized on realization.

b) Commission, Exchange and Locker Rent are recognized as income on receipt

basis.

c) Dividend Income is accounted on receipt basis.

d) Subsidy/subvention from State/Central Government /NABARD/others is

accounted on realization.
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(4) ADVANCES:

  a) Advances are classified into Standard, Substandard, Doubtful and Loss Assets in

accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India/NABARD from

time to time.

  b) Provision on Advances categorized under Sub-Standard, Doubtful and Loss Assets is

made in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India/NABARD.

In addition, a general provision has been made on all Standard Assets as per RBI

directives.

  c) Recovery in non-performing assets is first appropriated towards interest and balance, if

any, towards principal

5) INVESTMENTS

a) The   Bank has classified   the investments   in   accordance   with  the RBI guidelines

applicable to Co-operative Banks. Accordingly,   classification of Investments for

the purpose of valuation is done under the following categories:

i) Permanent   &

ii) Current

b) Investments under ‘Permanent’ category have been valued at acquisition cost.

Premium, if any, on such investments is amortized over the residual period of

maturity of the particular Investment.

c) Investments under ‘Current’ category have been marked to market on the basis of

guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India. While net depreciation, if any, under

each Category of investment  has been provided for, net appreciation, if any, has

been ignored.

d) Treasury Bills under all the classifications have been valued at carrying cost.
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e) For the purpose of valuation, market value in the case of State Government and

Other Securities for which quotes are not available is determined on the basis of

the ‘yield to maturity’ indicated by Primary Dealers Association of India (PDAI)

jointly with Fixed Income and Money Market Derivatives Association of India

(FIMMDA).

6) FIXEDASSETSAND DEPRECIATION

      a) Fixed Assets are stated at Cost less accumulated depreciation. Cost includes

incidental expenses incurred on acquisition and installation of assets.

b) Depreciation on fixed assets purchased during the year is charged at the rates

applicable to the respective fixed asset for the full year, if the asset is purchased

and retained for 180 days or more, otherwise it is charged at 50% of the normal

rate. No depreciation is charged on fixed assets sold during the year.

c) Depreciation on Fixed Assets is provided on opening Written Down Value at the

following rates:

7) GRANTSAND SUBSIDIES:

Grants and Subsidies received for acquisition of fixed assets are treated as

Deferred Income, and is recognized in the Profit and Loss account over the useful life of

the fixed asset, in proportion to the depreciation on the related fixed assets.

9) PROVISIONS, CONTINGENT LIABILITIES AND CONTINGENT ASSETS

A Provision is recognised when the Bank has a Present Obligation as a result of Past

event and it is Probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be

required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate can be made of the amount of the

obligation.

Contingent liabilities are not provided for unless a reliable estimate of probable outflow

to the Bank exists as at the Balance sheet date. Contingent Liabilities are disclosed in the

Notes to the Financial statements. Contingent assets are neither recognised nor disclosed

in the financial statements. Provisions, contingent Liabilities and Contingent Assets are

reviewed at each Balance Sheet date and are adjusted to reflect current best estimate.

The total provision required for standard assets as on 31.03.2017 works out to Rs.21.00

Crores, against which a sum of Rs.38.69 Crores is already held, and accordingly no

provision has been made towards standard advances during the current year.

4. During the current year provision towards leave encashment of employees is made

aggregating to Rs.Five crores (5 Crores)  based on management estimate.

5. Pension:

Due to inadequacy of corpus with the Pension fund maintained with Life Insurance

Corporation of India and in line with the order passed by High court of Madras dated

13.10.2008 the bank has during the year  paid pension to retired employees aggregating

to Rs.750.41 Lakhs(Rs 644.75 Lakhs) and contribution to Pension fund amounting  to

Rs.301 Lakhs ( Rs.296 Lakhs) which are reflected under Salaries and allowances.
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As per the above said order the bank is required to pay contribution to the pension fund

aggregating to Rs.23.73 Crores over a period of eight years commencing from 2008-09.

REPORT ON THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT

1. We have audited the accompanying financial statements of “THE TAMIL NADU

STATEAPEX CO-OPERATIVE BANK LIMITED” which comprises the Balance sheet

as at 31st March 2017, Profit and Loss account and the Cash flow statement for the

year then ended and a summary of significant accounting policies and other

explanatory information.

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements

2. Management is responsible for the preparation of these financial statements in

accordance with the provisions of the Banking Regulation Act 1949, The Tamil Nadu

Co-operative Societies Act, 1983, Regulations of Reserve Bank of India, and

recognized accounting policies and practices including the Accounting Standards

issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAI). This responsibility

includes the design, implementation and maintenance of internal controls relevant to

the preparation of the financial statements that are free from material misstatement

whether due to fraud or error.

Auditor’s Responsibility

3. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on

our audit. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing

issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India. Those standards require

that we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain

reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material

misstatement.
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4. An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts

and disclosures in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the

auditor’s judgment, including the assessment of the risks of material misstatement of

the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those risk

assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the Bank’s preparation

and fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures

that are appropriate in the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an

opinion on the effectiveness of the Bank’s internal control. An audit also includes

evaluating the appropriateness of accounting policies used and the reasonableness

of the accounting estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall

presentation of the financial statements.

5. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to

provide a basis for our audit opinion.

Basis for Qualified Opinion

 6)   We draw attention to the following:-

 (a) As detailed in Note 5 of Schedule XV to the accounts, as per the laid down policy of the

Bank, liability towards leave encashment is accounted based on estimates made by the

management but not based on actuarial valuation in deviation to the requirements of

Accounting Standard-15 on employee benefits issued by the Institute of Chartered

Accountants of India. The impact of such policy on the profit for the year and also on

the Reserves and Surplus of the Bank is unascertainable.

 (b) As detailed in Note 1 of Schedule XV to the accounts, sundry debtors includes certain

expenses aggregating to Rs.851.94 Lakhs relating to earlier years which are contested

but provision has been made in the books of the Bank, without charging off them as

expenses in the earlier years. This has the impact of overstating the current assets and

also the provisions for an amount of Rs.851.94 lakhs.
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(c) As detailed in Note 2 of Schedule XV to the accounts, the amount received Rs.88891.76

Lakhs from Government of Tamil Nadu as Share Capital assistance towards

compensation of loans to farmers waived to the extent of Rs. 95473.84 Lakhs  and the

above said amount received from Government of Tamil Nadu was reflected as Share

Capital Suspense and grouped under the head Share Capital  and the waived amount

of loans of Rs.95473.84 was reflected under the head “Advances” in the audited

financial statements of the bank as on 31-03-2016. Having regard to observations of

regulatory authorities, pending approval from Government of Tamil Nadu, Share Capital

Suspense Account is reflected as an independent item and the above said loans

waived has been grouped as a separate item under other assets.

(d) As detailed in Note no 5 of Schedule XV to the accounts, due to inadequacy of corpus

with the pension fund, pension to retired employees is accounted for as expenses in

the books of the Bank. The Bank has paid the sum of Rs.2373 Lakhs which is the court

ascertained liability Further no actuarial valuation has been made relating to the pension

liability after 2008. The impact of pension liability on account of actuarial valuation is

unascertainable in the absence of requisite information.

(e) As per the practice consistently followed by the Bank, provision towards nonperforming

advances ,provision towards depreciation on investments and provision towards  disputed

expenses by way of reserve for bad and doubtful debts   are reflected under Reserves

and Surplus. In our opinion these provisions need to be reflected under other liabilities

and provisions and not under Reserves and surplus. This treatment of the bank has an

impact of overstatement of Reserves and surplus to the extent of Rs.20617.46 lakhs

and understatement of other liabilities and provisions for similar amount.

(f)   The position of CRAR worked and reflected under note no 8(d) of Schedule XV is

without taking into consideration the dividend and other items likely to be distributed

out of the surplus for the year. The impact of such distribution on the CRAR reported is

unascertainable in the absence of requisite information.
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(g)     Bank has not recognized deferred tax asset and deferred tax liability in deviation to

the Accounting Standard -22 Issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of

India. The impact of such non recognition on the profit for the year and also on the

Reserves and surplus of the bank is unascertainable.

Qualified Opinion

7) In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to explanations

given to us, except for the effects of the matter described in the basis for qualified

opinion paragraph as set out above, the financial statements give the information

required by the Act, in the manner so required and    give a true and fair view in

conformity with the accounting principles generally accepted in India.

a) in the case of the Balance Sheet, of the state of affairs of the Bank  as at 31st

March 2017

b) in the case of the  Profit and Loss account , of the Profit  for the year ended on

that date; and

c) in the case of Cash Flow Statement, of the cash flows for the year ended on that

date.
